


Near Term Surf Zone/Beach Zone Mine and Obstacle Breaching (BAA 02-006)

Proposal Format

The proposal should be no longer than 35 pages.  The page count does not include the following: title page; completed representations, certifications and other statements of offerors; cost proposal/cost data; subcontracting plans (if applicable); and biographical information. A separate Cost Proposal may be submitted. 

The following information must appear in the proposal. 

1. Format 

Proposals should be organized to be compatible with the information requested in the following paragraphs.   12-point font with 1” margins is preferred.
2. Basic Information (to appear on the cover page)

Name and address of institution.
Title of proposal. 

Dollar value of the proposed project.
Statement that “This proposal is submitted pursuant to BAA 02-006, “Near Term Surf Zone/Beach Zone Mine and Obstacle Breaching”. 

Names, telephone numbers, and e-mail addresses of the technical, management, and business personnel who may be contacted for evaluation or negotiation purposes.  Dates of submission and signature(s) of official(s) authorized to obligate the institution contractually.

Identification of any proprietary information to be used by the Office of Naval Research for evaluation purposes only (the data that the offeror wishes to restrict shall be marked with a legend in accordance with Federal Acquisition Regulation 52.215-12).

3. Technical Information ( All Paragraphs Must Be Addressed

3.1

Abstract. Concise abstract of the proposed effort (approximately 200 words). 

3.2

Technical Description.  A comprehensive narrative describing in sufficient detail to evaluate the proposed system in terms of envisioned concept of operation and deployment, technical innovation, risk, operational performance, and logistics requirements.  This section must describe the science and technology background on which the proposed development and associated performance estimates are based.  This section must provide a list of the technical issues or challenges to be overcome, and the proposed approaches to resolve the issues.  Appropriate references to science and technology literature should be cited.

3.3

Description of Demonstration(s). A comprehensive description of the proposed demonstration(s) and the goals of the proposed demonstration(s) must be included. 

3.4 
Statement of Work.  List of and short description for each technology development and demonstration task to be performed.  In instances where sub-contractors are involved in the proposal, the primary performer should be listed for each task.  This section should include a timeline and milestone chart. The following two tasks must be included.  They are optional tasks to be exercised at the discretion of ONR at the appropriate stage of technology development and demonstration.

· Optional Task 1: Perform and deliver a system study addressing concept of operations and deployment, total ownership cost/life cycle cost, manning levels, size and lift requirements and logistics requirements. 

· Optional Task 2: Develop and deliver a proposal for an Engineering and Manufacturing Development (EMD) effort with estimates of production costs for the developed system. 

3.5   
Deliverables.  This section should clearly describe the proposed deliverables for the effort.  This list should include proposed reports, technical data, software, software code, prototypes, or other deliverables as applicable.  
4. Organization Capabilities ( All Paragraphs Must Be Addressed

4.1

Names of and brief biographical information on the key personnel. 

4.2

Description of partnering arrangements if any, with industry, academia and government laboratories as appropriate.

4.3

Description of general and special facilities available for performing the proposed work.
4.4



Extent of institution participation and support for the program.  Include a description of internal research and development resources if any, that this proposal will leverage at no cost to the government.

4.5 
List of other government supported research and development projects currently being undertaken by the primary contractor and the principal technical investigator that are relevant to the proposed effort.

The contractor shall clearly identify any data rights assertions in accordance with DFARS 252.227-7013. Assertion of rights does not waive the Government’s right to proof of said representation, as specified by law or regulation, the Government will honor the limited rights or restricted rights legends affixed to such items, components, processes, and computer software to the extent, and only to the extent, such legends are consistent with the Data Rights clause of any resultant contract/award.
5. Cost Information



This may be included in the main proposal or in a separate cost proposal.  It must contain:  a) a summary budget of the total proposed cost of the effort (if options are proposed a separate summary budget should be submitted for each individual option); b) the proposed cost of the effort on a fiscal year basis for FY02, FY03 and beyond as appropriate; c) the proposed cost on a task basis; and d) sufficient supporting information to justify the proposed costs on each task.

6. Other

6.1

If animal or human subjects are to be used, guidance must be sought from the ONR Animal/ Human Use Administrator (Ms. Sevgi E. Bullock, 703/696-4046).  Also, you may wish to see this page’s related Special Information for Animal Experiments and for Human Experimentation.
6.2 
For awards to be made as contracts, the socio-economic merits of each proposal will be evaluated based on the extent of commitment in providing meaningful subcontracting opportunities for small businesses, HUB zone small businesses, small disadvantaged businesses, woman-owned small business concerns, veteran-owned small business concerns, service disabled veteran-owned small business concerns, and historically black colleges and universities and minority institutions (HBCU/MI). The North American Industry Classification code is 54171 (replaces Standard Industrial Classification code) with the small business size standard of not to exceed 500 employees. In addition, contract proposals that exceed $500,000 submitted by all but small businesses, must be accompanied by a Small Business Subcontracting Plan in accordance with FAR 52.219-9. No portion of this BAA has been set aside for HBCU and MI participants, though their participation is encouraged.
