Amendment 1

Section 6.a of the Solicitation stated, “All government-unique information related to this requirement, which is necessary for contractor performance, will be made available to the contractor. Specifically, the Government shall provide the name of the manufacturer and the application/system in which the tube is used and assist the contractor by issuing letters/documents as needed to facilitate the securing of required information.”  At the time of the solicitation, the database the government intended to provide to the contractor was not yet available but the government had implicitly assumed that it would have relatively complete information.  After the solicitation was issued, the Government received this database and it became apparent that the database was incomplete and that part of the requirement of the SOW would be for the successful contractor to complete the missing pieces by contacting the original manufacturers. 

In e-mails dated 03 and 04 April 2002, the Government provided to the offerors (contractors who submitted proposals) the available database and asked for their approach in receiving the missing information to complete the database and the cost impact to the Government, if any.  In a subsequent meeting between the Government and the offerors, the Government asserted that the NSN number in the provided database should be used as the basis for tube identification for a given application. The Government also instructed the offerors that identical results should be obtained from each manufacturer that produces tubes with a given NSN number. Based on the above, it was requested that questions initially raised in the government's e-mail dated 03 April (as discussed above) be addressed to the maximum extent practicable by 2:00 PM, 15 April 2002.

To the extent that the new information discussed impacts the cost and technical proposals, the offerors were encouraged to submit revised technical and cost proposals or alternatively provide supplemental information addressing the questions raised in the government's initial e-mail.  Please note that the Government is allowing the offerors to elect to propose a revised hour estimate other than the initial government estimate of 1,000 hours, should the new information warrant an upward or downward adjustment.  The Offerors were also instructed that the revised proposal should also clearly identify the cost impact anticipated resulting from completing the missing data from the manufacturers.
