Solicitation Number: PA5-004 - Assessment of DP-2 Aircraft and/or Fast Patrol Craft Technologies 
The statement of work, order information, proposal submission requirements, and evaluation information are set forth below.  Proposals are due by 2:00 PM EST on 06 JUNE 2000.  

*Note:  An Offeror can submit proposals for one or both of the programs described below in paragraph I.(1). 
I.  STATEMENT OF WORK:
1.   Background:

The Office of Naval Research has embarked on two innovative and challenging programs. These are the Littoral Support Fast Patrol Craft Program (LSFPC) and the DP-2 vertical take off and landing aircraft program. Each of these programs has needs for technical and operational assessments. 

The LSFPC program has a need for hydrodynamic test evaluation of multihull vessels using data from tow tanks and at sea tests. These evaluations will aid in the selection of the best hull design to be used in the development of a technology demonstrator for ONR. In addition, there is a need for an operational needs determination which will establish requirements of speed, size, sea state stability and building costs. Short-term specific needs are for evaluation of tow tank data and provide comparisons with CFD code predictions to provide calibration of the CFD codes.

The DP-2 program has a need for flight control assessments, composite fabrication material evaluations, performance evaluation and flight safety assessments. These evaluations include ground test and controlled flight experiments, using half and tenth scale models. In addition, a flight simulator of the aircraft needs to be tested and compared to the scale model tests to predict the expected performance of the DP-2 aircraft. Short-term specific needs are for evaluation of cyanate ester resins for use in the DP-2 thrust vectoring system. The issue is will they withstand the heat and forces over long exposure times.

The Office of Naval Research is seeking an experienced organization with knowledge in one or both program areas to assist with the evaluations indicated.

2. Nature of Work:  

The contractor shall provide technical program assistance to the Program Director in DP-2 Aircraft and Fast Patrol Craft Technologies.  This will entail technical evaluations, as required, conducting meetings with experts in the respective fields to evaluate specific areas in DP-2 construction technology and/or evaluate tow tank tests for CFD calculations of fast patrol craft. 

3.   Knowledge Required:   

For the DP-2 Aircraft assessments, the work requires extensive knowledge of

the DP-2 and various composite fabrications along with experience in conducting ground tests and controlled flight experiments.  

For the Fast Patrol assessments, the work requires extensive knowledge of hydrodynamics, multihull vessels, along with CFD calculations and analysis. 

To have the qualifications stated above for each program, it is expected that the contractor will supply higher level scientists.  The minimum education and experience a scientist can possess is a graduate degree in an engineering, science, physics or chemistry discipline from an accredited university with three years recent experience in a related S&T discipline.  Military experience and/or security clearance is desirable but not required.   The Contractor must also provide a PC (compatible with ONR's LAN) for proposed personnel. 
II.
ORDER DETAILS:  

1.  Contract Type: 

The Navy anticipates awarding a cost plus fixed fee level of effort task order.

2.  Period of Performance: 

The period of performance for this order is to be twelve months, on or before 15 JUNE 2000 through 14 JUNE 2001. 

3.  Deliverables: 

Summary Reports:  The contract shall submit summary reports 10 days following each major technical evaluation

4.  Level of Effort: 

The total combined estimated level of effort for performance of the statement of work is 2,080 man-hours or total estimated level of effort per program is 1,040 man-hours.

5.  Other Direct Costs (ODCs): 

ODCs (including travel, supplies, etc.) will be reimbursed at cost without profit or fee. Purchases of items (other than consumable supplies) exceeding $2,500 and all travel requiring an overnight stay must be approved in advance by the Contracting Officer's Representative (COR).  The total Travel/ODC amounts will be determined before award of this task order and be in accordance with Section III of this task order solicitation.  

(a) Travel and Per Diem - Travel may be required. At this time, exact travel requirements are not known. In accordance with the contract requirements, direct costs associated with the Contractor's travel should not exceed the applicable rates found in the Joint Travel Regulations (JTR).  

(b) Other Direct Costs (Other than Travel and Per Diem) - ODCs may be required to fully support the task requirements. At this time, the specific items cannot be identified.

6.  Government Furnished Resources (GFR):  

If necessary, the Government will provide information, material and forms unique to the Government for supporting the task.  The Government furnished resources identified below may be obtained from 0730 - 1730 hours Monday through Friday, excluding holidays and days on which the Federal Government is closed.

(a) Facilities, Supplies and Services - If work at Government provided facilities is dictated by the tasks being performed, these facilities will be provided at the Office of Naval Research, 800 N. Quincy Street, Arlington, Virginia.  Parking facilities are not provided; however, several private (pay) parking facilities are located in the area.  The office is within walking distance of the Ballston metro.  Basic facilities such as work space and its associated operating requirements (i.e., phones, desks, utilities, consumable and general purpose office supplies) will be provided if working in Government facilities.  The availability of any required computer resources should be verified in advance with the program manager.

(b) Information - All Government unique information related to this requirement necessary for Contractor performance will be made available to the Contractor.  The Division Director will be the point of contact for identification of any required information to be supplied by the Government.

(c) Documentation - If necessary, any existing documentation relevant to the tasks accomplishment will be made available to the contractor, on an as needed basis.  The Contractor will be required to prepare documentation in accordance with defined guidelines provided by the Government.

7. Place of Performance: 

Work will normally be performed at Government facilities at Office of Naval Research, 800 N. Quincy Street, Arlington, Virginia. Work may be performed at the Contractor’s facility if required by the task.  Parking facilities are not provided; however, several private (pay) parking facilities are located in the area.  The office is within walking distance of the Ballston metro.  

III.  PROPOSAL REQUIREMENTS:

1. Proposal Format: 

The Offeror's proposal must be divided into two sections: (1) Technical Proposal, and (2) Cost Proposal. The length of the technical proposal shall be no more than two pages for each program discipline, exclusive of resumes. There are no page limits on the number of resumes or the pages for the cost proposal. The proposal should be written and organized to be compatible with the Statement of Work, company's organization and accounting structure, and proposed costs.

The technical proposal should include the following: the Offeror's understanding of and approach to the requirement, resumes of all proposed personnel, and the amount of proposed hours for all proposed personnel (including subcontracts). The Offeror should describe specifically how the work activities required to complete the statement of work will be done. The Offeror should explain specifically: how technical objectives, tasks and deadlines will be determined; how staff responsibilities will be assigned; whether consultants and/or subcontractors will be utilized; how the quality and timeliness of work performance will be supervised and controlled; how the Offeror will coordinate with the program office; how a surge capacity will be maintained to meet unanticipated requirements; and how administrative tasks such as travel, security and resource requests will be handled. The Offeror should include information relative to previous efforts for the same or similar services provided in the past to include contract numbers and Government points of contact where applicable. The Offeror should explain what corporate facilities are available and would be used in support of the work including computer resources, publication/media materials and equipment where appropriate. The proposal should acknowledge that the contractor will provide a PC (compatible with ONR’s LAN) for the proposed personnel for this task order.

The Offeror should submit a cost proposal indicating the price per labor hour (to include cost and profit) for the quantities and types of labor proposed, any consultants/subcontracts, and the indirect cost rate, if any, to be applied to Travel/ODCs. 

The award will be a cost plus fixed fee level of effort task order.  Separate Contract Line Item Numbers (CLINs) for Travel and ODCs will be included on a cost reimbursement (no fee) basis.  The Travel/ODC CLIN amounts will be determined by this office before award and will include any amounts necessary to reimburse the Contractor for indirect charges normally applied to such costs, as identified in the Contractor's cost proposal. The Travel/ODC CLINs are not part of the proposal evaluation.  There will be separate CLINs for the level of effort and travel/ODCs for each of the two programs.

IV.  EVALUATION INFORMATION:

a. Evaluation Criteria: 

A Task Order will be awarded to the responsible Offeror whose offer represents the best value to the Government. In order to determine which Offeror represents the best overall value, offers for individual task orders will be evaluated on the following technical factors and subfactors: 

(1) Proposed personnel 
(2) Management Plan and Technical Approach
(3) Past performance on earlier tasks under this and similar contracts:

(a) Quality of deliverables
(b) Cost control

(4) Corporate Facilities 

Factors 1 through 3 are equally weighted. Factor 4 is of less value than all other factors. These four technical factors are substantially more important than cost. Although cost is substantially less important than all of the technical factors combined, it will not be ignored. The degree of its importance will increase with the degree of equality of the task order proposals in relation to the other factors on which selection is to be based, or when the cost is so significantly high as to diminish the value of the technical superiority to the Government. 

In evaluating past performance on individual orders, the procedural requirements in FAR 42.15 are not mandatory. Past performance will be based on the Government's subjective evaluation of the Contractor's performance with previous orders, if any, under this contract and similar contracts. For Factor 3, the subfactor (a), Quality of deliverables, is more important than subfactor (b), Cost control.

b.  Award:  

The Government will award a task order to the responsible Offeror whose offer conforming to the solicitation will be most advantageous to the Government, cost and other factors considered.  The anticipated award date of this order is on or before 14 JUNE 2000. The anticipated start date for this order will be the same as the award date. 

V. SUBMISSION OF QUESTIONS
