SOLICITATION: PA5-010 - PROGRAM MANAGEMENT AND TECHNICAL SUPPORT FOR ESTABLISHMENT OF LITTORAL COMBAT FUTURE NAVAL CAPABILITY (FNC)

The statement of work, order information, proposal submission requirements, and evaluation information are set forth below.  Proposals are due by 2:00 PM EDT 11 June 2001.

1.0 Background

2.0 The Office of Naval Research (ONR) Expeditionary Warfare Science and Technology (S&T) Department (ONR 35) manages integrated Marine Corps priorities and efforts in the Department of the Navy (DON) S&T program. Programs directly support expeditionary and amphibious warfare technology developments, including relevant command and control, logistics, firepower, maneuver, training and education technologies. In support of its mission, this department conducts basic and applied research, and advanced technology development and demonstrations, in technologies including computers, communications, radio, large screen displays, light tactical vehicles, light armored vehicles, mine detection, bulk liquids, logistics information systems, advanced amphibious combat service support, modeling and simulation, targeting sensors, lightweight ground weaponry, small unit tactical training, and training and education technologies.  Programs currently under evaluation include the Littoral Combat Future Naval Capability (FNC) Program among eleven other FNC efforts.

3.0 Statement of Work

4.0 Task Statement:  The contractor shall provide technical and program management support to the Littoral Combat FNC Program. The contractor will provide one (1) Senior Program Analyst to be a full-time Subject Matter Expert (SME) with compelling knowledge and expertise in Littoral Combat and logistics activities related to Littoral Combat.  This individual would be part of an initial cadre establishing the Littoral Combat FNC.    The Senior Program Analyst shall function as part of the initial team of government and contractor personnel gathering, analyzing and presenting information to FNC decision-makers in the following areas:

(a.)  Identification of Littoral Combat science and technology (S&T) enabled capabilities;

(b.)  Identification of Littoral Combat supporting technologies;

(c.)  Identification of Integrated Product Team (IPT) structures, objectives and business plan components and information toward developing a comprehensive understanding of other FNC IPT structures and business plans;

(d.)  Identification of FNC overlaps, underlaps and seams; and

(e.)  Identification of related naval, other service, and joint laboratory efforts that can be leveraged.

The contractor must provide personal computers compatible with ONR local area network (LAN) for all employees working in government spaces.  At this time, it is anticipated that one individual will be on-site at ONR.

6.0 Personnel Qualifications

Senior Program Analyst(s)/SME: The individual assigned to this task must have a least a master's degree in a scientific, engineering or business discipline related to task objectives OR extensive related work experience in management and execution of Littoral Combat/Expeditionary Warfare technology programs.  The individual should have demonstrated competence in the area of Expeditionary Warfare/Littoral Combat systems program management, technology roadmapping, and economic assessment of emerging technologies.   The individual should also demonstrate strong leadership, interpersonal, organizational, communication and analytical skills.  Additionally, this position requires experience with the operations, functions, objectives and administrative procedures of ONR 35 in order to facilitate establishment of Littoral Combat FNC Program Office. The individual must be thoroughly familiar and proficient with use of commercial office software application packages in use at ONR such as Microsoft Office (Word, Excel, Powerpoint) and Project.  The individual must be able to provide rapid assistance to the FNC manager in time sensitive environment.
7.0 Order Details

7.1 Contract Type. The Navy anticipates awarding a cost-plus-fixed fee level of effort task order.

7.2 Period of Performance. The period of performance of the order is four (4) months.

7.3 Deliverables

7.3.1 Monthly progress and management report -- the contractor shall provide monthly progress and status reports to include status of funds analysis and a list of level of effort performed and work accomplished during the reporting period.  Contractor format and e-mail delivery is acceptable.

7.3.2 Software, data and reports -- the contractor shall provide both softcopy and hardcopy formats for software (e.g. database updates), data, technical reports, studies and analysis, and other reports as required.  Contractor format acceptable.

7.4 Other Direct Costs (ODCs). ODCs will be reimbursed at cost without profit or fee.

7.4.1 Travel and per diem -- travel will be required to fully support this task requirement.  In accordance with the contract requirements, direct costs associated with the contractor's travel should not exceed the applicable rates found in the DOD Joint Travel Regulations (JTR). 

7.4.2 Materials -- material purchases will be required to support the tasks specified.  Materials such as commercial off-the-shelf processor modules and associated software, publication materials necessary to prepare and publish formal presentations, technical reports, test plans, and user/operator guides will be necessary in the performance of program technical support efforts. 

7.5 Government Furnished Resources (GFR). The Government will provide information, material and forms unique to ONR and other government organizations.

7.5.1 Facilities, supplies and services -- if work at government facilities is dictated by the tasks being performed, these facilities will be provided by ONR, 800 North Quincy Street, Arlington, VA.  Parking facilities are not provided; however, several private (pay) parking facilities are located in the area. The office is within walking distance of the Ballston Metro.  Basic facilities such as work space and its associated operating requirements (i.e. desk, phone, utilities, consumable/general purpose office supplies) will be provided while working in government facilities.  The availability of any required computer resources should be verified in advance with the program manager.

7.5.2 Information -- all government-unique information related to this requirement, which is necessary for contractor performance, will be made available to the contractor.  The program manager will be the point of contact for identification of any required information to be supplied by the government.

7.5.3 Documentation -- all existing documentation relevant to accomplishment of this task will be made available to the contractor at the beginning of the task.  The contractor will be required to prepare documentation in  accordance with defined guidelines provided by the government.

7.6 Place of Performance. Work may be performed at government facilities or at the contractor's facilities as required by the task.

7.7 Security Clearance. Personnel under this task are required to be clearable to at least the SECRET General Service (GENSER) level of access.

8.0 Proposal Requirements

8.1 Proposal Format. The offeror's proposal must be divided into two sections: (1) Technical Proposal and (2) Cost Proposal.  The length of the technical proposal shall be no more than three (3) pages exclusive of resumes.  There are no page limits on the number of resumes or the pages for the cost proposal.  The proposal should be written and organized so as to be compatible with the SOW, company's organization and accounting structure and proposed costs.

The technical proposal should include the following: the offeror's understanding of and approach to the requirement, resumes of all proposed personnel, and the amount of proposed hours for all proposed personnel (including subcontracts).  The offeror should describe specifically how the work activities required to complete the statement of work will be done.  The offeror should explain specifically how technical objectives, tasks, and deadlines will be determined, how staff responsibilities will be assigned, the number of anticipated direct labor hours required by labor category to complete the task (if different than the government estimate), and whether consultants or subcontractors will be utilized.

9.0 Evaluation Information

9.1 Evaluation Criteria. A task order will be awarded to the responsible offeror whose offer represents the best value to the government.  In order to determine which offeror represents the best overall value, offers for individual task orders will be evaluated on the following technical factors and subfactors:
1. Proposed key personnel
2. Management plan and technical approach
3. Past performance on earlier tasks under this and similar contracts
(a.) Quality of deliverables
(b.) Cost Control
4. Corporate facilities
Factors 1 through 3 are equally weighted.  Factor 4 is of less value than all the other factors.  These four technical factors are substantially more important than cost.  Although cost is substantially less important than all of the technical factors combined, it will not be ignored.  The degree of its importance will increase with the degree of equality of the task order proposals in relation to the other factors on which selection is to be based, or when cost is so significantly high as to diminish the value of the technical superiority to the government. In evaluating past performance on individual orders, the procedural requirements in FAR 42.15 are not mandatory.  Past performance will be based on the government's subjective evaluation of the contractor's performance with previous orders, if any, under the contract.  For Factor 3, subfactor (a.), "Quality of deliverables", is more important than subfactor (b.), "Cost Control".

9.2 Award: the Government will award a task order to the responsible offeror whose offer conforming to the solicitation will be the most advantageous to the Government, cost, and other factors considered.  The anticipated award date of this order is on or before 22 June 2001 with a required start date of 22 June 2001.  
10.0 Submission of Questions
Any questions regarding this solicitation must be provided in writing to the Contracting Point of Contact (POC) listed below.  Acceptable forms of written question submission include fax and e-mail as well as postal or carrier delivery.  Questions submitted less than 72 hours prior to the closing date for proposals may not be answered and the due date for submission of proposals may not be extended.  All potential offerors will be provided an e-mail noting the posting of any questions/answers.
