3.2. The Contractor shall provide personnel to perform the task described in Section 3.1 and the duties described below:

3.2.1.  Program Manager:  The Program Manager will provide oversight and direction to the contractor employees serving as members of the support team in the conduct of their assigned tasks.  The PM will interface with the government program officers to ensure that the goals of the contract are met by the program support team.  The program manager will also have responsibility for fleet liaison activities.

3.2.2.  Program Development Manager:  The Program Development Manager will have responsibility for fleet liaison, community outreach, and coordination with other agencies and companies in the development of new programs.
3.2.3.  System Engineer: The System Engineer will provide system engineering support to the Program Manager including design analysis, performance computations, tradeoff comparisons, and test plan evaluation.
3.2.4. Technical Engineering Analyst: The Technical Engineering Analyst will provide technical support to the government program officers.  This support will include computer simulations, theoretical calculations of performance, analysis of tests and measurements, evaluation of test plans, and interpretation of data.

3.2.5. Junior Technical Engineering Analyst: The Junior Technical Engineering Analyst will provide technical support to the technical engineering analyst in running specific case studies of equipment configurations, predictions of equipment performance, and review of test plans and operations.

3.2.6. Operations Support Manager:  The Operations Support Manager will provide oversight and direction to the technician and demonstration engineers who will operate and maintain the test equipment.  
3.2.7. Transition Manager:  The Transition Manager will be located in the D.C. area and will be responsible for interfacing with corresponding acquisition program personnel to ensure the demonstration programs address issues of concern to the acquisition community.

3.2.8. Demonstration Engineer:  The Demonstration Engineer will operate the systems, troubleshoot and repair systems and make recommendations for system upgrades.
3.2.9. Demonstration Technician:  The Demonstration Technician will support the demonstration engineers in the operation of the radar, communication, and information systems.  
3.2.10. Facility Security Officer: The Facility Security Officer will be responsible for generating OPSEC plans, handling classified material, arranging classified storage, visit request processing, drafting DD 254 forms, identifying COMSEC issues, and handling other security matters.
3.2.11. Administrative Assistant:  The administrative assistant will provide support for travel, property oversight, and general administrative duties.  

3.2.12. Program Analyst: The Program Analyst (PA) will support data collection/organization and the preparation of documents, reports, financial spreadsheets and presentation materials.  The PA will provide timely information to the division director, program managers and program officers as required.  

3.2.13. Business and Financial Manager:  The Business and Financial Manager (BFM) will implement the transfers of funds at the direction of the Program Manager, keep track of expenditures, and provide program cost and spending information as required to the Program Manager and the Program Analyst.

3.3 Place of Performance:  It is anticipated that 30% of the work will be performed at ONR MIDPAC technical division.  The ONR MIDPAC Technical Division is located on the island of Kauai at Building 969, Pacific Missile Range Facility (PMRF), Kekaha, HI.  20% of the work will be performed at PMRF's Makaha Ridge ADSIL Facility and the AIREP test site.  Makaha Ridge is located on Kauai in Kokee State Park, approximately thirty miles from Building 969 at PMRF Barking Sands.  20% of the work will be at ONR headquarters, 800 North Quincy St., Arlington, VA.  25% of the work will be at the contractor supplied facility, which must be located on the island of Kauai within 45 minutes* drive from PMRF.  Up to 5% of the work may be at Naval facilities in Japan.  These facilities are located primarily at CTF-76 headquarters at White Beach, Okinawa and at 7th Fleet ships docked in Sasebo, Japan.  For this latter requirement, approximately five persons may be required to obtain passports and visas as required.  
*Please note that the island is 30 miles in diameter but because of the limited number of roads and low speed limit, driving times from some parts of the island to PMRF may take up to three hours.  Driving time from the main city, Lihue ,is 45 minutes.  This provides many reasonable opportunities to have a facility within a reasonable commute to PMRF.

3.4. Facilities, Supplies and Services:  

3.4.1. Basic facilities such as work space and its associated operating requirements (i.e., phones, desks, utilities, consumables, and general-purpose office supplies) will be provided while working in Government facilities, otherwise the contractor shall provide these in its own facility.  The contractor will be required to provide its own Computers (PCs), which are compatible with ONR’s LAN, for all proposed personnel working in government spaces.
