Introduction 

1.1
Background

The Small Unit Remote Scouting System (SURSS) provides the Marine Corps with backpack-portable unmanned aerial vehicles (UAVs) equipped with video camera payloads for improved situational awareness at the squad and company level.  The Dragon Eye UAV system is currently beginning production to fulfill the SURSS requirement.  The Dragon Eye currently employs an analog data link for sending commands from the Ground Control Station (GCS) to the Air Vehicle (AV), and for sending telemetry and video back from the AV to the GCS.  This link has shortcomings including using a frequency band with poor worldwide availability, short range, and easy interception and exploitation by opposing forces.

1.2
Scope

The effort described in this Statement of Work (SOW) will develop a prototype miniature digital data link for application to the Dragon Eye UAV that will address the shortcomings of the current analog link, build two examples of the prototype system, and confirm its functionality by test and demonstration.  The prototype system is intended to closely resemble a production-ready item: the prototype will be designed to provide not only the functionality of a production item, but also the interfaces required for integration into the Dragon Eye system, including form factor, mass properties, and environmental compatibility.  However, actual integration of the data link into the Dragon Eye system is not within the scope of this effort, nor is qualification testing to verify environmental requirements.

Task Requirements

2.1
Task 1: Design

2.1.1

System Requirements Review

The Contractor shall host a System Requirements Review (SRR) within one month of contract award.  In addition to serving as a kickoff to the effort, the purpose of the SRR shall be to confirm that both the Contractor and Government understand and agree upon the system requirements. Monthly Status Reports and Final Report CDRLs A005 and A008)

The Contractor shall prepare and submit monthly reports and a final report.  The monthly reports shall summarize the technical and financial status of the program and expected activities in the coming month, and shall highlight any issues of special concern or importance.  The Earned Value system shall be used for reporting of financial status.  The final report shall summarize the entire effort.

2.3.7

Meeting Minutes (CDRL A006)

The Contractor shall prepare and submit minutes of all reviews and meetings hosted in the execution of this effort.  Minutes shall be delivered within one week of the end of the meeting they record.

2.4
Optional Task 1: Design Documentation

2.4.1

Documentation Package (CDRL A007)

The Contractor shall prepare and submit a Level 3 design documentation package of the prototype design.  The documentation shall be detailed and complete, enabling the prototype system to be reproduced in a build-to-print manner.  Source code shall be included for all software and firmware included in the design, and such source code shall be fully commented.  Hardware, software, and firmware items purchased from a separate vendor that is owned and operated wholly independently from the Contractor may be described in the documentation package by source control drawings in lieu of component drawings or source code.  Other items may be described by source control drawings only if explicit written consent is obtained from the Government.  The documentation package shall be initially delivered within two months of exercise of the option or of completion of the tasks in sections 2.1 and 2.2, whichever is later.  A final submission addressing all discrepancies noted during the Physical Configuration Audit (PCA) shall be submitted within two weeks of receiving Government approval of the PCA results.  The Contractor shall provide the Government Unlimited Rights to all data in this documentation package.

2.4.2

Physical Configuration Audit

The Contractor shall host a Physical Configuration Audit to verify that the documentation package prepared in section 2.4.1 accurately and completely reflects the delivered prototype systems.  The PCA shall be witnessed and approved by Government representatives, and may, at the Government’s option, be conducted by Government representatives with the Contractor in attendance.  The PCA shall take place at the Contractor’s facility unless otherwise agreed by both the Contractor and the Government.  The PCA shall be conducted within three months of exercise of the option or of completion of the tasks in sections 2.1 and 2.2, whichever is later.

2.5
Optional Task 2: Integration Support

2.5.1

On-Site Support

The Contractor shall provide at least one knowledgeable representative at the Dragon Eye production contractor’s facility and/or a Government test facility to provide technical assistance for integrating the prototype data link into the Dragon Eye system.  Total on-site time shall be limited to twenty working days, divided among no more than four separate visits over no longer than a six-month period.

2.5.2

Remote Support

The Contractor shall provide technical assistance for integration issues to the Dragon Eye production contractor for a period of six months via telephone and email.

3
Prototype Performance Requirements

3.1
Air Data Subsystem

3.1.1

Weight

The ADS weight, excluding antenna and antenna cabling, shall not exceed 110g.  The objective ADS weight is 80g.  The antenna weight shall not exceed 38 g.

3.1.2

Envelope

The ADS, excluding antenna and antenna cabling, shall fit within the envelope shown in Figure 1. The ADS antenna shall be no more than 14.25” long nor more than 0.25” thick and shall mount within the existing vertical tail of the Dragon Eye AV without protruding.

3.1.3

Power Regulation and Consumption

The ADS shall provide two 12VDC regulated power outputs, each capable of sourcing 1A, for use by other aircraft avionics systems, in addition to regulated power for its own data link functions.  The ADS shall consume no more than 6.5W of regulated power for data link functions when operational and transmitting.

3.1.4

Input Voltage

The ADS shall function properly and meet all requirements of this SOW when provided with any direct-current input voltage in the range of 16 to 30 V.

3.1.5

Beam Width

Uplink and downlink link margin calculations shall use ADS antenna gain figures appropriate for a misalignment of  +/- 45 degrees in the pitch and bank planes and 180 degrees in the yaw plane.

3.2
Ground Data Subsystem

3.2.1

Weight

The total weight of the GDS, including the antenna, antenna support and pointing structure, and cabling, shall not exceed 420g.  If the GDS antenna is intended to be handheld, the handheld weight of the antenna shall not exceed 340g.

3.2.2

Envelope

The GDS, excluding antenna, support structure, and antenna cabling, shall fit within a combination of two physically separated volumes, one 5”x1”x3.125”, and the other 4.25”x0.5”x2”.  The GDS antenna, including support and pointing structure and cabling, shall fit within a volume 3.75”x5”x1.25” when in the stowed configuration.

3.2.3

GCS-to-Antenna Separation

The GDS antenna cabling shall be long enough to achieve a minimum of 8 feet separation between the GCS and the GDS antenna.  The objective separation is 20 feet.

3.2.4

Power Consumption

The GDS, including antenna pointing mechanisms, if any, shall consume no more than 18 W of input power in normal operation.

3.2.5

Power Input Source

The GDS shall operate correctly and meet all requirements in this SOW when powered by a 12V or 24V BA 5590 battery or equivalent.

3.2.6

Beam Width

If the GDS antenna is manually pointed, uplink and downlink link margin calculations shall use GDS antenna gain figures appropriate for a misalignment of  +/- 22.5 degrees.  If the GDS antenna is automatically pointed, uplink and downlink link margin calculations shall use GDS antenna gain figures appropriate for the calculated 3-( misalignment, and analytical substantiation shall be provided for the calculated 3-( misalignment value.

3.3
Uplink

3.3.1

Range

The uplink range at full data rate shall be equal to or greater than the downlink range at full data rate.

3.3.2

Data Throughput

The uplink shall have a full-rate data throughput of not less than 4800 bps, with an objective of 19.2 kbps.  Selectable reduced data rates are an objective for range extension in poor conditions.

3.3.3

Link Margin

The uplink link margin at maximum range and full data rate, as calculated using the method described in Appendix A, shall be at least 6dB greater than the link margin for the downlink at that range and full data rate.

3.3.4

Encryption

Any digital link will be inherently more difficult for enemy forces to exploit than the existing analog link.  Because of this, there is no threshold requirement for encryption of the uplink.  The objective is for commercial encryption of the uplink, with no special key security requirements.

3.3.5

Susceptibility to Intercept

There are no special requirements to prevent enemy interception of the uplink.

3.3.6

Susceptibility to Jamming

If the uplink makes use of CSMA methods, it shall include special features to prevent this from being a significant jamming vulnerability.

3.3.7

Forward Error Correction

The uplink shall include forward error correction.

3.3.8

Inputs

Uplink inputs shall, at a minimum, include one serial data stream.  The objective is two serial inputs, with the ability to vary the throughput allocated to each input.

3.3.9

Outputs

The uplink outputs shall replicate its inputs.

3.4
Downlink

3.4.1

Range

The downlink range at full data rate shall be not less than 10km.  The objective range is 20km.
3.4.2

Data Throughput

The downlink data throughput shall be sufficient to pass 4800 bps of telemetry data in addition to one channel of compressed full-motion video, with an objective of 19.2 kbps in addition to full-motion video.  Full-motion video is here defined as 30 frames per second at a resolution of 640x480 pixels with 256 colors, after compression and decompression.  Selectable reduced data rates are desired as an objective for range extension in poor conditions.

3.4.3

Link Margin

The downlink link margin at maximum range and full data rate, as calculated using the method described in Appendix A, shall be not less than 30dB.

3.4.4

Encryption

Any digital link will be inherently more difficult for enemy forces to exploit than the existing analog link.  Because of this and the perishability of Dragon Eye data, there is no threshold requirement for encryption of the downlink.  The objective is for commercial encryption of the downlink, with no special key security requirements.

3.4.5

Susceptibility to Intercept

There are no special requirements to prevent enemy interception of the downlink.

3.4.6

Susceptibility to Jamming

If the downlink makes use of CSMA methods, it shall include special features to prevent this from being a significant jamming vulnerability.

3.4.7

Forward Error Correction

The downlink shall include forward error correction.

3.4.8

Video Compression

The downlink shall include digital video compression at the ADS and complementary decompression at the GDS.  The objective is selectable compression rates to allow trades of image quality vs. range vs. latency.

3.4.9

Inputs

The downlink inputs shall include, at a minimum, one serial telemetry data stream and one video input.  The objective is two serial inputs and one video input, with the ability to select the throughput allocated to each of the three.  The video input format shall be selectable between NTSC (analog) and an industry-standard digital video format.

3.4.10

Outputs

The downlink outputs shall replicate its inputs, except that the video output format shall be selectable between NTSC and a digital format independently from the input format.

3.5
Spectrum

3.5.1

Electromagnetic Environmental Effects

The prototype data link shall be electro-magnetically compatible with itself and operate compatibly in the operational electromagnetic environment.  The prototype data link shall be mutually compatible with other systems operating in the electromagnetic environment.

3.5.2

Hazards of Electromagnetic Radiation to Ordnance (HERO)

The prototype data link shall operate in joint and combined operational environments without accidental actuation of electro-explosive devices or other electrical activating ordnance because of radio frequency (RF) electromagnetic fields.

3.5.3

Operational Frequencies

All tuning ranges shall fall within allocated bandwidths set forth in the NTIA manual and DoD regulations.  The uplink operational frequencies shall be chosen from among those listed in Table 1.

3.5.4

Channel Definition

All system channels shall adhere to the channeling plans set forth in the NTIA manual and DoD regulations where applicable.  The system shall provide at least eight tunable channels per link in order to reduce the possibility of co-channel interference from other systems operating within the electromagnetic environment.  These channels shall be spaced as evenly as possible within the chosen operational frequency range while adhering to the applicable channeling plans.

3.5.5

Simultaneous Operation

The data link design and channel definition shall enable at least four uplinks and four downlinks to operate simultaneously within a given geographical region without interference.  The objective is simultaneous operation of eight uplinks and eight downlinks.

3.5.6

Bandwidth

The transmitted necessary and occupied bandwidth shall satisfy the requirements set forth in NTIA Annex J.

3.5.7

Frequency Stability

The frequency stability (frequency tolerance) of the system shall be less than 20 parts per million per NTIA Manual Chapter 10.7.7.

3.5.8

Spurs and Harmonics

The radiated spurious emissions shall be at least 80 dBc (per MIL-STD-461E RE103 Section 5.17.2).  The radiated 2nd and 3rd harmonic shall be at least 50 dBc (per MIL-STD-461E RE103 Section 5.17.2).  All radiated higher-order harmonics shall be at least 80 dBc (per MIL-STD-461E RE103 Section 5.17.2).

3.5.9 Spurious Image Rejection

The receiver spurious and image rejection shall be greater than 60 dBc.

3.6
System

3.6.1

Recurring Cost

The Dragon Eye is intended to be a very low cost UAV system.  In support of this goal, it is necessary that any data link incorporated into the Dragon Eye likewise place emphasis on low cost.  Although there are no explicit requirements for the recurring manufacturing cost of the data link to be designed in this effort, the predicted recurring cost and the degree of risk associated with achieving that cost will be important criteria in evaluating proposals.  As a guide, an analog link comparable to that currently used is estimated to cost on the order of $10,000 for one ADS and one GDS combined in small quantities; similar or lower cost than this is preferred for a digital link in larger quantities if realistic and compatible with the other requirements of this SOW.

3.6.2

Latency

The round-trip latency through the data link shall not exceed 500 ms.  The objective round-trip latency is 250 ms in order to improve the applicability of the data link to small UAV platforms other than Dragon Eye which may require human-in-the-loop control of the aircraft or payload pointing.  Round-trip latency is here defined to include all delays between data input at the GDS and corresponding data output at the ADS, added to all delays between analog video input at the ADS and corresponding analog video output at the GDS, while using video compression and decompression appropriate for the full-rate downlink.

3.6.3

Relay Support

The system design shall support growth to a relay capability that will enable an AV beyond maximum range or out of line-of-sight to communicate with the GCS via a second AV equipped with two ADSs.  The objective is for the prototype system to already include inherent relay capability as described.

3.6.4

Environmental Survivability

The prototype data link shall meet the following environmental requirements when installed in the Dragon Eye UAV system:

a. The ADS shall be operational in rain.

b. The GDS shall be operational in blowing dust and sand.

c. The prototype system shall be operational after being transported and/or stored at altitudes from 0 to 40,000 feet.

d. The prototype system shall be operable and maintain performance when exposed to relative humidity from 0 percent to 95 percent. 

e. The prototype system shall be operational in an outside temperature range of minus 20 to plus 135 degrees (Fahrenheit) and outside maximum solar radiation of 360 Btu/ft2/hr. 

f. The prototype system shall be operational, upon being restored to the operational temperatures listed in item e, after being subjected to storage and transit temperatures in the range from –51 to +145 degrees Fahrenheit, and relative humidity up to 95 percent.

g. The prototype system shall be able to withstand shock loads of 20g.

The minimum Lm for the data/video (downlink) link is 30 dB; the command and control link (uplink) must have a link margin at least 6 dB greater than the downlink.

First, determine Pr, min.  Since the modulation is BPSK, the required bandwidth will equal 1 MHz, which will equal the narrowest IF bandwidth.  The noise figure and S/N are given; therefore, Pr,min = -95 dBm.

Next determine Lp.  Since the transmitter tuning range is 700-800 MHz, chose 800 MHz at 10 km; therefore, Lp = 110 dB.

Finally, determine Lm.  All other parameters were given; therefore, Lm = 32 dB.
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
