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Abstract:

A fundamental consideration in any conflict is visualizing progress toward high-level goals, ascertaining the effects on the enemy, and coordinating situation status among major force elements.  While always an integral part of campaign planning and management, recent and potential future conflicts create a heightened need for a process that identifies and highlights differences in situation understanding by major elements, such as, NAVFOR, AFFOR, MARFOR, and coalition countries.  With TACT, differences in status assessment among major elements are identified and detailed to coalition military/political authority for collaboration.
The goal is a process and model for use by joint and/or coalition force leadership to formulate and visualize friendly force high-level purpose and achieved effects on the enemy in a state space, and to assess quantitatively changes in the degree of achievement/non-achievement of plans and enemy objectives as a consequence of friendly force actions.  This model, process, and visualization will facilitate collaboration by providing suitable normalizing technique algorithms to generate quantified assessments in the form of aggregate measures from the perspective of the primary elements of a joint task force.  In summary, TACT enables collaboration by using a state space to define a framework and semantic context for common and shared goals.
In Global 2000 and 2001 Wargames, the analytical tool, Theater Assessment Profiling System and Valuated State Space(, was used to produce plan execution, unintended consequences, and effects-based information for the CJTF, CINC, and higher civil/military authority.  An additional focus of these efforts is to extend the state space/logic engine formulation, represent these assessments on a coordinated computer visualization that identifies differences, and highlight reduced shared awareness among major joint force/coalition elements for resolution and planning through collaboration.
