Special Program Announcement for 2018 Office of Naval Research

Research Opportunity: 

“Enhanced Superconductors for Future Naval Applications”
The purpose of Amendment 0001 to Special Notice N00014-18-R-SN02 is to answer questions received in response to the Special Notice and provide updates to the referenced Broad Agency Announcement as follows:
Q#1:  I work in the field of “bulk” superconductivity.  I see this solicitation specifies wire in the synopsis.  Would the Navy entertain submittals of white papers focused on Bulk superconductivity?
A#1:  It is not clear how bulk superconductors address the topic areas detailed in the special notice.  You are welcome to submit a white paper in this area, and are encouraged to explain which of the topic areas bulk superconductors addresses.

Q#2:  There are commercial approaches to addressing the requirements of Section 4.3 (Mechanisms for early onset of quench).  What additionally and specifically would you be looking for from a grant applicant for that category?

A#2:  In regards to Raleigh backscattering optically interrogated fibers, research that would lead to the ability to interrogate real-time kilometer (km) lengths of fiber (0.1km to 30 km) wound in magnet coils with spatial and temporal resolution to detect early onset of quench would be of interest.  For alternating current (AC) coil applications, research focused on differentiating magnetic induced strain from thermal response leading to a quench would be of interest.  For cable applications, research that would lead to differentiation of vibration or position induced response from thermal response would be of interest.

Q#3:  I am writing to confirm the eligibility guidelines for the 'Enhanced Superconductors for Future Naval Applications' (N00014-18-R-SN02) opportunity. Can you confirm that there is no citizenship requirement for interested investigators, meaning non-US citizens and non-green card holders can apply?
A#3:  There is no citizenship requirement for principal investigators or researchers.
