Technical and cost proposals (or any other material) submitted in response to this BAA will not be returned.  It is the policy of ONR to treat all proposals as sensitive competitive information and to disclose their contents only for the purposes of evaluation. 

Awards will take the form of Indefinite Delivery Indefinite Quantity (IDIQ) contracts.  Therefore, all proposals submitted as a result of this announcement will fall under the purview of the Federal Acquisition Regulations (FAR).

6.    Research Opportunity Description – 

Responses to this announcement are sought to demonstrate and increase high-speed flight capabilities and performance for expendable supersonic vehicles. RATTLRS is a joint project between the Navy, Air Force, National Aeronautics and Space Administration (NASA) and potentially other government agencies.  There are two aspects to this project. The first, RATTLRS Flight Demonstration Project (RATTLRS FDP) includes concept studies, design, development, fabrication and test of flight vehicles.  The goal of the RATTLRS FDP is to conduct at least three demonstration flights, with the first flight thirty-six (36) to thirty-eight (38) months after contract award, and the project completed forty-eight (48) months after award. The second aspect is the optional RATTLRS Technology Development Project (TDP), focused towards developing and maturing technologies for inclusion in potential future high-speed flight demonstrations. The potential for additional flight demonstrations depends upon risk reduction, technology development rationale and funding availability. 

The flight demonstration vehicle of interest to the RATTLRS project is of a size, weight and configuration that has potential to develop into a tactical weapon system. The flight demonstrator vehicle must have the following attributes:

(   The demonstration vehicles must use a turbine engine as propulsion. 

(  The demonstration vehicles must be capable of acceleration from a subsonic speed to a minimum cruise condition of Mach 3.0 using only turbine power, at a minimum acceleration rate of 0.25 g through the transonic flight region (in level flight).

(  Maintain a cruise speed of Mach 3.0 or greater for a period of at least five (5) minutes.

It is desirable that the flight demonstration project allow for growth opportunities (via RATTLRS TDP) for the design in areas such as:

(  Increased cruise speed (Mach > 4.0)

(  Increased acceleration (> .5g)

(  Longer cruise time (> 15 minutes)

(  Optimized vehicle configuration for payload, range, or endurance

(  Improved efficiency in multiple speed regimes.

(  Reduced cost

(  Multiple-launch platform capable

The flight demonstration vehicle shall have a size, weight and configuration that has the potential to be developed into a tactical weapon system. Examples of the potential tactical weapons include (1) an air-launched (compatible with the F/A-18 E/F, F-22, and/or Joint Strike Fighter as a launch platform) medium range weapon with a maximum vehicle weight of 1800 lbs including 500 lbs payload or (2) a ship-launched/sub-launched Vertical Launch System (VLS) compatible long range weapon with a maximum weight of 3400 lbs including 750 lbs payload (includes vehicle and any booster required for VLS launch), or one vehicle compatible with multiple launch options if trade studies indicate an advantage to such a configuration.

II.  AWARD INFORMATION

Total Amount of Funding the Program Office expects to Award through the Announcement:

The first Task Order will be the IDIQ minimum quantity and will be for a Conceptual Design Study (CDS) for RATTLRS of approximately $50K.  The maximum value of any individual contract could be up to approximately $175M.  

Anticipated Number of Awards:

It is anticipated that up to six multiple-award IDIQ contracts will be issued between September and December 2003. The ordering period for each contract will be a one-year base and four, one-year options.  

Anticipated Start Dates and/or Periods of Performance:

The contractual effort(s) is scheduled to begin between September and December 2003.  The Base period will be for one-year with four, one-year Option ordering periods. The first Task Order will be the IDIQ minimum quantity and will be for a Conceptual Design Study (CDS) for RATTLRS of approximately $50K and a period of performance of 45 days.  

 Subsequent Task Orders will follow the criteria established in FAR 16.505 for multiple-award IDIQ Task Orders.  Each successive Task Order will be competed among all of the Contractors awarded  IDIQ contracts under this solicitation.  The Government may or may not, at its discretion, exercise the option(s) on any given contract.  Only those contractors that are still under contract will be included in future Task Order competition after the Base period of performance has expired.  

The IDIQ maximum quantity will be based on completing a RATTLRS FDP plus proposed RATTLRS TDP efforts.  The hours specified for the RATTLRS FDP plus the proposed RATTLRS TDP efforts will become the maximum level of effort (LOE) in hours as negotiated for each contract.  Contractors should be aware that the RATTLRS FDP and TDP are parallel paths.  

Task Order Phases:

Task Orders may be competed for continued design and concept development, leading to a Preliminary Design Review (PDR) on the RATTLRS FDP.  The determination to issue a PDR Task Order will be made as each contractor completes their CDS Task Order.  Based on results of the PDR, a competition will be held to design and build flight vehicles to support the RATTLRS FDP with the initial flight test scheduled to begin thirty-six (36) to thirty-eight (38) months after CDS award, and completion forty-eight (48) months after CDS award.  The RATTLRS FDP, including PDR, fabrication, ground tests, and three flight demonstration tests is expected to cost approximately $50M.

This solicitation is open to all responsible sources.

IV.  APPLICATION AND SUBMISSION INFORMATION

1.  Application and Submission Process -

It is anticipated that final selection will be made by September 2003.  Proposals received after the published due dates will only be considered subject to the provision contained in Paragraph 4, Submission of Late Proposals, in Section IV of this BAA.  As soon as the final proposal evaluation process is complete, the Offeror(s) will be notified via email of selection or non-selection for an award.    

Proposals submitted under the BAA are expected to be unclassified and should be submitted to the Contract Specialist.  However, classified proposals are permitted.  If a classified proposal is submitted, the resultant contract will be unclassified.  Offerors of classified proposals shall include an unclassified statement of work that can be incorporated into the contract. If the offeror plans to provide a classified proposal, they shall contact the Business Point of Contact for submission procedures.  Classified proposals only, shall be submitted directly to the Science and Technology Point of Contact identified in Section 7 of this announcement.  The Proposal submissions will be protected from unauthorized disclosure in accordance with FAR 15.207, applicable law and DoD/DoN regulations. Offerors are expected to appropriately mark each page of their submission that contains proprietary information.  

2.  Content and Format of Full Proposals -  

Full proposals shall consist of a technical proposal and a cost proposal.  Volume 1, the Technical proposal, shall contain three separate sections: Section 1 for technical information, Section 2 for Qualifications, Past Performance and Experience and Section 3 for Management.  The details of each section are described below.  Volume 2 shall be the Cost Proposal.

Full Proposal Format – Technical and Cost Proposal

( Paper Size – 8.5 x 11 inch paper (fold outs shall be counted as two pages)

( Font Size - no less than 10 point font

( Margins – 1” inch

( Spacing – Single or double spaced

( Copies – one (1) original, four (4) copies and four (4) electronic copies on CD-ROM disk for each volume (in Microsoft Word 97, Excel 97 compatible, Power Point 97 (if applicable) or .PDF format). 

(  Number of Pages – Volume I is limited to no more than 75 pages.  Volume II is limited to no more than 50 pages.  Limitations within sections of the Technical Proposal and Cost Proposal are indicated in the individual descriptions below. The cover page and table of contents are excluded from the page limitations.  Full proposals exceeding the page limit may not be evaluated. 

The Cost proposal shall be separate and shall not be included with the Technical proposal.    The Cost proposal CD-ROM shall be clearly labeled and separate from the Technical proposal CD-ROM.  Offerors shall ensure that the CD-ROMs contain no viruses.  If a submitted CD-ROM is unreadable or has a detected virus, the Government will not attempt to remove the virus or read the CD-ROM, but shall notify the offeror.  The offeror shall be responsible to replace the CD-ROM within 5 days of notification. A second unreadable CD-ROM, or a replacement CD-ROM containing a detected virus, or a second proposal submitted after the deadline, will result in the proposal not being reviewed.

TECHNICAL PROPOSAL

Technical Section 1: Technical:

Section 1 of the Technical Proposal has two (2) parts. Part A shall be for the IDIQ basic contract and Part B shall be for the initial task order.

A.
Section 1 Technical Proposal Part A (IDIQ Basic Contract)

The proposal shall include all efforts for the one-year base and four, one-year option  ordering periods of a resulting contract with one (1) additional year to complete any task orders covering the RATTLRS FDP and the optional RATTLRS TDP.  Part A shall not exceed 40 pages. The IDIQ maximum quantity should be proposed by the contractor based on completing a RATTLRS FDP with a minimum of three (3) flights plus any optional RATTLRS TDP tasks for inclusion in potential future high-speed flight demonstrations.   

The Technical Section should include: 

(  An executive summary of the proposed RATTLRS program, with a section addressing FDP and a section addressing TDP.

( A Statement of Work (SOW) that discusses the general tasks to be accomplished supporting your technical approach, risk assessment and schedule. To this end, such proposals must contain a self-standing SOW without any proprietary restrictions that can be attached to the contract or agreement award.  The SOW should address both the RATTLRS FDP and any potential RATTLRS TDP efforts.  Do not include any proprietary information in the SOW.    

(  A project execution plan with sections specifically addressing technical approach, risk reduction, schedule and cost for a successful first flight demonstration thirty-six (36) to thirty-eight (38) months after CDS award, with all flight demonstrations completed forty-eight (48) months after CDS award.  The offeror is encouraged to consider novel approaches for the flight demonstrations to maximize technology verification, validation, risk reduction and to minimize costs.

Technical Approach (FDP)

(  Provide a description of the system concept definition, design, development, fabrication approach and describe how available equipment, data and facilities integral to this effort will be utilized.  The Offeror must identify any Government Furnished Property, or Government Furnished Information they plan to utilize.  

( Identify and rationalize the requisite bench-scale, ground and flight demonstration phases of the project and describe how essential equipment, data and facilities are integral to this effort and will be utilized.  The Offeror must identify any Government Furnished Property or Government Furnished Information they plan to utilize.  

( Provide rationale on how the flight demonstrations should be conducted (e.g. air or surface launched, recoverable or nonrecoverable). 

( Provide rationale for the number of flight demonstrations required for validation and risk mitigation and the objective of each flight demonstration.  

( Identify the critical technologies required for this development and demonstration, along with the initial and final Technology Readiness Levels (TRLs) for each critical technology.  

( Describe methods that will be used to evaluate and rate designs during studies and design phases. Offerors should indicate in their response how/what design and analysis tools will be employed to ensure a high degree of airframe-inlet-propulsion integration. 

(  Provide a list of hazardous materials to be used under the proposed effort and their application, and identify any potential environmental issues associated with the proposed effort.  

(  Provide a description of the security measures and certifications that will ensure that NAVAIR (See Section VII) 5252.227-9507 and other applicable security requirements will be maintained.

Technical Approach  (TDP):

For each individually proposed TDP task, provide a task title and a summary. Within the task summary, distinguish which growth opportunity (described in I.6 Research Opportunity Description) each task is intended to address, define the objective of the task, describe the scope of work proposed, and schedule required for development.

Risk Assessment (FDP):  
Provide a comprehensive technical, schedule, and cost risk assessment of the project plan and specifically include:

( An assessment of a turbine propulsion only, air vehicle system’s ability to accelerate at 0.25g or greater through the transonic flight region and its ability to cruise at a minimum speed of Mach 3.0 for a minimum of 5 minutes at level flight.  

( Overall risk reduction plans required for the successful execution of such a flight demonstration series.  

( If achieving the flight demonstration goals within the $50M government cost estimate and/or completion within forty-eight (48) months after award is perceived to present an inordinate amount of risk, the government requests that the offeror identify the corrective actions necessary to construct a reasonable project (cost, schedule, risk).

Schedule/Milestones (FDP): 
Provide a GANTT chart, in MS Project, identifying the major elements of the project, including preliminary and critical design phases, fabrication, bench-scale, ground and flight demonstrations, go-no-go decision gates, Technical Interchange Meetings (TIMS) and design review dates.

Schedule/Milestones (TDP): 

Provide a GANTT chart, in MS Project, including all TDP tasks described in the technical approach.

Assertion of Data Rights:  Include a summary of any proprietary rights to pre-existing results, prototypes or systems supporting an/or necessary for the use of the research, results and/or prototypes.  Any rights asserted in other parts of the proposal that would impact the rights in this section must be cross-referenced.  If there are proporietary rights, the Offeror must explain how these affect its ability to deliver research data, subsystems and toolkits for integration.  In addition, Offerors must explain how the program goals are achieved in light of these proprietary and/or restrictive limitations.  If there are no claims of proprietary rights in pre-existing data, this section shall consist of a statement to that effect. 

B.
Section 1 Technical Proposal Part B (Task Order)

Prepare a Task Order Technical Proposal and a SOW detailing the tasks to be accomplished for a conceptual design study of approximately $50K. This technical proposal and SOW shall be no more that 10 pages in length.  

Technical Section 2:  Qualifications, Past Performance and Experience 

This section shall be no more than 10 pages in length.  The section shall include the following:

( For all key members of the proposed Team, including but not limited to the Project Manager(s) and Principal Technical Investigator(s), provide names, title, and a paragraph describing area of expertise/relevant experience, qualifications, and capabilities along with roles and responsibilities for the proposed project.  If sub-contracting significant elements of the proposed work, identify companies by name, the companies area(s) of responsibility with respect to this project, the names and titles of key individuals, along with their area(s) of expertise (if different than title) and the individuals’ roles and responsibilities for this proposed effort.

( A description of offeror past performance on similar technical efforts, indicating contract values, contacts, and contact phone numbers.  Past performance information should also include cost/price performance information including those internal controls that ensured the offeror did not exceed the cost/price.  If costs were exceeded or prices were adjusted, provide the reasons and state the systemic improvement actions taken and current controls now in-place to prevent future recurrences. 

Technical Section 3: Management 

Describe the planned management and administrative organization for the effort.  This section shall be no more than 15 pages in length.  The management proposal shall include the following:

( An organization chart with solid lines delineating direct reports & and dashed lines delineating inter-team coordination, with key personal identified by title/area of expertise.  If sub-contracting significant elements of the proposed work, show the subcontracting reporting relationships and area of expertise.

( Proposed planning, scheduling and available resources (both personnel and facilities) for the effort.   Describe what management practices and techniques will be employed to ensure that responsive, proactive management oversight is maintained; especially if geographically dispersed operations are proposed.  

( Describe the proposed engineering development and verification / validation “best practices” that the offeror proposes to utilize in performing work under this contract.  

( Describe the processes used to identify and mitigate risks throughout the project.

(  If a Small Business Subcontracting Plan is required (see FAR 52.219-9), it shall be prepared  in accordance with FAR 52.219-9 for proposals that exceed $500,000 by all large businesses and submitted to the government prior to contract award.   


( For large businesses, a Small Disadvantaged Business Subcontracting Participation Plan that shall include (a) Targets for small disadvantaged businesses expressed as dollars and percentages. (b) Prior performance information in small disadvantaged business subcontracting to include Administrative Grant Officer(AGO) rating (DLA Form 640) and current SF 295. Part 2 will provide a cost breakdown for the proposed initial task order. The Cost Proposal shall have no more than 40 pages applicable to the basic effort and no more than an additional 10 pages applicable to the Concept Definition Study effort. 4.  Submission of Late Proposals - 

Any proposal, modification or revision that is received at the designated Government office after the exact time specified for receipt of proposals is “late” and will not be considered unless it is received before award is made, the contracting officer determines that accepting the late proposal would not unduly delay the acquisition AND: 


(a)  If it was transmitted through an electronic commerce method authorized by the announcement, it was received at the initial point of entry to the Government infrastructure not later than 5:00 p.m. one working day prior to the date specified for receipt of proposals; or


(b)  There is acceptable evidence to establish that it was received at the Government installation designated for receipt of proposals and was under the Government’s control prior to the time set for receipt of proposals; or


(c)  It was the only proposal received.

However, a late modification of an otherwise timely and successful proposal, that makes its terms more favorable to the Government, will be considered any time it is received and may be accepted.

V.  EVALUATION INFORMATION

1.  Evaluation Criteria -

The following evaluation criteria apply, which are listed in descending order of importance. The primary basis for selecting proposals for acceptance shall be technical  which is slightly more important than qualifications, experience and past performance, which are of equal importance.  Management is of less importance than the above, but it is more important than commitment to small business and cost which are of equal importance. Cost realism and reasonableness shall be considered to the extent appropriate.  The technical evaluation shall include all items in the Technical Proposal. 

Technical Evaluation Criteria:

Technical Section 1: Technical Proposal Evaluation Criteria
A.
Comprehension and ability to address the technical challenges:  Understanding the complex technical challenges associated with the full scope of the flight demonstration project, including:

(1)  The offeror’s ability to identify and propose rigorous solutions to airframe-inlet-propulsion integration barriers, weight and volume constraints,  

(2)   The offeror’s knowledge of critical technologies and required technology advancements required to obtain sufficient maturity,  

(3) The offeror’s ability to perform substantiated system design trades/evaluations/optimizations to achieve performance goals. 


(4)    The offeror’s ability to identify initial and on-going risks and their ability to execute the required risk reduction activities.

B.
Technical Merit:  The innovativeness, creativeness and soundness of the technical approach for the full-scope of the project, including: concept development; design; fabrication; risk reduction; bench, ground and flight-demonstrations; and any optionally proposed technology development efforts.  The proposal’s relevance and contributions to the multi-agencies objectives.

Technical Section 2: Qualifications, Past Performance and Experience Evaluation Criteria

A.
Offeror’s Qualifications:  The expertise and time on project of the key team members of the proposal, including Project Manager(s), Principal Technical Investigator(s), and other key (area-lead) personnel, including sub-contractors.

B.
Offeror’s Experience:  Past experience in design, integration and flight demonstration of similar systems, and corporate experience executing and managing ground and flight-test programs.

C.
Offeror’s Past Performance:  The contractor’s past performance on similar technical efforts, including the contractor’s effectiveness in meeting or exceeding the technical goals on schedule and within cost.

Technical Section 3:  Management Evaluation Criteria

A.
Risk Assessment and Mitigation:  The offeror’s processes used for engineering development and validation, and processes to identify and mitigate risks throughout the project, and examples of successful uses of those processes.

B.
Project execution and organization:  The ability to organize and manage a large, diverse and (potentially) geographically diverse team while meeting or exceeding the proposed project technical performance goals, and maintaining milestones/schedules and cost controls.  Innovative and synergistic industry/industry and/or industry-academic-government partnering.

C.
Small Business Subcontracting Plan:  For proposed awards to be made to large businesses, the socio-economic merits of each proposal will be evaluated based on the extent of the Offeror’s commitment in providing meaningful subcontracting opportunities for small businesses, HUBZone small businesses, small disadvantaged businesses, woman-owned small businesses, veteran-owned small businesses, service disabled veteran-owned small businesses, historically black colleges and universities and minority institutions.


D.   Small Disadvantaged Business Participation Plan:  In evaluating an Offeror’s Small Disadvantaged Business Participation Plan, the Government will consider the following:

Cost Proposal Evaluation Criteria

Reasonableness of each cost element, total cost of the project and required funding profile.  Estimated costs for the major elements of the demonstration project will be evaluated including but not limited to the following: concept development, preliminary design and system development; bench-scale, wind tunnel, ground verification/validation and risk reduction tests; flight demonstrations (identify number of flight demonstrations and specify costs individually).

2.  Evaluation Panel  

Proposal evaluations will be performed by a team of government technical experts and may include support contractors. The Government may use selected support contractor personnel to assist in the evaluation and administrative functions of any ensuing proposals from this announcement.
