I. Statement of Work:

Background: The Office of Naval Research, Information, Electronics, and Surveillance Science and Technology (S&T) Department, Electronics Division (ONR-312), supports electronics materials, devices, components, and circuits S&T programs that are applicable to surveillance, electronic combat, communications and navigation systems.  Among these programs are electronics technologies including RF Solid State Devices and Vacuum Electronics amplifiers.

The contractor shall provide program and engineering analytical support services in collecting, compiling and collating technical data on vacuum tubes used in military applications by the United States Navy in preparation for a future study to be performed by ONR-312.  The Vacuum Tube and Microwave Power Module (MPM) data should be collected and compiled in Microsoft Access database format to include the following:

3.0
Personnel Qualification Requirements

3.1 The contractor shall have the ability to develop and execute complex technical tasks, to interface with Government and prime contractor personnel, and to effectively allocate resources.  In addition, the contractor must have demonstrated experience in translating operational requirements into system technologies.  The contractor shall have the capability to develop suitable presentation materials as well as competence in preparing technology-related briefings. 

3.2 The contractor shall have proficiency in Microsoft Access to set up and compile the deliverable database.   

3.3 The contractor’s personnel shall be cleared to the Secret level and be capable of handling, transporting and storing information classified up to the Secret level.

II. Order Details: 

1. Contract Type: The Office of Naval Research anticipates awarding a cost-plus-fixed-fee completion type of order. 

2. Period of Performance: The period of performance for this order is to be four months from issuance of order.

3. Deliverables: 

1. The contractor shall provide the database in both hardcopy printout and on a CD ROM diskette.

2. Other reports, memoranda and papers in a format and timeframe as required and as mutually agreed upon.

4. Level of Effort: The estimated level of effort and recommended labor categories for performance of the statement of work is as follows:

However, the Government will consider alternative labor mix proposals (within the total number of hours estimated by the Government) provided that the proposed labor mix adequately satisfies the personnel qualification requirements.

5. Other Direct Costs (ODCs) ODCs (including travel, document reproduction, file archiving and technical publication procurement, etc.) will be reimbursed at cost plus the negotiated profit or fixed fee.  The ODC Travel/Materials amounts specified below should not be included in the offerors proposed costs.  These amounts will be included in the task order as a separate line item.

1. Travel and Per Diem – Local travel as well as travel to system integrator facilities or power tube manufacturer facilities is authorized. All travel requiring an overnight stay must be approved in advance by the Contracting Officer's Representative (COR). A travel budget of $8,000 (inclusive of G&A) is being established. In accordance with the contract requirements, direct costs associated with the Contractor's travel should not exceed the applicable rates found in the Joint Travel Regulations (JTR). 

2. Miscellaneous Other Direct Costs – Miscellaneous ODCs as described above will be required to fully support this task requirement. The government establishes a budget estimate of $500 to cover these expenses. 
6. Government Furnished Resources (GFR): The Government will provide information, material and forms unique to the Government for supporting the task. The GFR identified below may be obtained from 0730 - 1730 hours Monday through Friday, excluding holidays and days on which the federal Government is closed. 

. Information - All government-unique information related to this requirement, which is necessary for contractor performance, will be made available to the contractor. Specifically, the Government shall provide the name of the manufacturer and the application/system in which the tube is used and assist the contractor by issuing letters/documents as needed to facilitate the securing of required information. The project manager will be the point of contact for identification of any required information to be supplied by the government.

a. Documentation - All existing documentation, relevant to this task will be made available to the contractor at the beginning of the task. The contractor will be required to prepare documentation in accordance with defined guidelines provided by the Government. 

7. Place of Performance: Work will be performed primarily at the contractor's facilities although the contractor may be required to attend meetings and/or provide briefings at the Office of Naval Research.

8. Security Requirements: 
a. Security/Safeguarding Information:  A Contract Security Classification Specification (DD Form 254) will be incorporated into the task order.  The DD Form 254 will specify the requirement for access up to the Secret level.  The requirements for compliance with National Agency Checks and Organizational Conflicts of Interest specified in the basic contract are applicable to this order.
b. Clearance: Clearances may be required to perform portions of the tasking.  It is the responsibility of the contractor to have facility clearances and storage clearances to a maximum of Secret if required by the specific task within the order.  The contractor is responsible for providing staff with active clearances to the level required.  It is also the responsibility of the contractor to obtain from the appropriate Government offices any security badges, building access passes, etc., that may be required for entrance to Navy facilities. 
III. Proposal Requirements:

1. Proposal Format: The offeror's proposal must be divided into two sections: (1) Technical Proposal, and (2) Cost Proposal. The length of the technical proposal shall be no more than 10 pages, exclusive of resumes. There are no page limits on the number of resumes or the pages for the cost proposal. The proposal should be written and organized so as to be compatible with the Statement of Work, company's organization and accounting structure, and proposed costs.

The technical proposal should include the following: the offeror's understanding of and approach to the requirement, a list of key personnel, resumes of all proposed personnel, and the amount of proposed hours for all proposed personnel (including subcontracts). The offeror should describe specifically how the objectives of the statement of work will be met. The offeror should explain specifically: how technical objectives, tasks and deadlines will be determined; how staff responsibilities will be assigned; whether consultants and/or subcontractors will be utilized; how the quality and timeliness of work performance will be supervised and controlled; and how administrative tasks such as travel, security and resource requests will be handled. The offeror should include information relative to previous efforts for the same or similar services provided in the past to include contract numbers and government points of contact where applicable. The offeror should explain what corporate facilities are available and would be used in support of the work including computer resources, publication/media materials and equipment where appropriate.

The offeror should submit a cost proposal that itemizes the costs proposed (if applicable): direct labor (with labor category, hourly rate, and hours proposed), fringe benefits, labor overhead, consultants, subcontracts, G&A, cost of money, and fee as appropriate.   The offeror should also state the rate that will be applied to ODC Travel/Materials, if applicable.  However, the ODC Travel/Materials amounts specified below should not be included within the offeror's proposed total costs.  These amounts will be included in the task order as a separate line item.

IV. Evaluation Information:

1. Evaluation Criteria: A Task Order will be awarded to the responsible offeror whose offer represents the best value to the government. In order to determine which offeror represents the best overall value, offers for individual task orders will be evaluated on the following evaluation criteria (in descending order of importance): 

a. Proposed key personnel

b. Technical approach

c. Technical understanding

d.  Past performance on earlier tasks under this and similar contracts (including quality of deliverables and cost control)

e. Management Plan, and

f. Corporate facilities

The above evaluation factors are substantially more important than cost. Although cost is substantially less important than all of the above factors combined, it will not be ignored. The degree of its importance will increase with the degree of equality of the task order proposals in relation to the other factors on which selection is to be based, or when the cost is so significantly high as to diminish the value of the technical superiority to the government. 

In evaluating past performance on individual orders, the procedural requirements in FAR 42.15 are not mandatory. Past performance will be based on the government's subjective evaluation of the contractor's performance with previous orders, if any, under this contract and similar contracts. 

2. Award: The government will award a task order to the responsible offeror whose offer conforming to the solicitation will be most advantageous to the government, cost and other factors considered. The anticipated award date of this order is on or before 01 April 2002.

V. Submission of Questions: Any questions regarding this solicitation must be provided in writing to the Contracting Officer listed below. Acceptable forms of written question submission include fax and e-mail as well as postal or carrier delivery. Questions submitted less than 72 hours prior to the closing date for proposals may not be answered; and the due date for submission of proposals may not be extended. All potential offerors will be provided an e-mail noting the posting of any Questions/Answers.
