The Statement of Work, order information, proposal submission requirements, and evaluation information are set forth below.  Proposals are due by 2:00 p.m. (local time) on 07 JANUARY 2002.

Background:

The Ship Hull, Mechanical and Electrical (HM&E) Systems Science and Technology (S&T) Division, Office of Naval Research (ONR 334) supports research in solid mechanics of metals (and mechanics of composites), structural acoustics, structural dynamics, computational mechanics, control of dynamic systems, and control of acoustic and non-acoustic signatures.  The division is currently tasked with managing several signature control and reduction demonstration projects that are part of the Platform Protection, Future Naval Capabilities (FNC) efforts.  The goal of these FNC demonstration projects is to insure transition of advanced science and technology into the fleet and force.  The ONR thrust area supported by these projects is Reduced Signatures.  The Division seeks technical and program management support services to facilitate implementation, tracking and assessment of the demonstration projects.  This support is intended to assure the FNC projects remain healthy through out their lifetime and the signature reduction technology successfully transitions.

Statement of Work:

1.1
Tasks

1.1.1 The contractor shall provide technical expertise, technical analysis 

and program planning support to the Platform Protection Future Naval Capability (FNC) working group involved with ship signature reduction for HM&E systems.  The specific technical areas addressed are above water and underwater signatures.  In particular, the Contractor shall provide an individual with specific experience in these technical areas and the overall FNC and Platform Protection Working Group processes. 

1.1.2 The Contractor shall assess and advise on recent advances and 

development in S&T, and Research Development, Test and Evaluation (RDT&E) initiatives relating to ship signatures that may be of significance to the Platform Protection objectives. 

1.1.3 The Contractor shall also analyze, summarize, and integrate the information received to prepare technical reports at the request of the sponsor.  The Contractor shall assist the ONR Program Officer and staff in program planning and execution oversight activities. 

1.2 Specifics

Specifically, the Contractor shall provide technical expertise to assist in:

a. Critiquing documentation and program transition strategies for 

FNC demonstration programs relating to surface ship and submarine signature control.

b. Review of industrial technology, concepts, programs and

investments with potential to improve surface ship and submarine signature performance.

c. Monitoring progress of signature demonstration programs and

assessing achievements relative to plans.

d. Assisting in reviews of project management, goals, objectives, and

 results. 

e. Facilitating dialogue with managers executing signature related

demonstration programs in Warfare Centers, System Command, and Program Executive Officer organizations.

Personnel Qualifications Requirements

1.3.1 Program Manager:

A Bachelors degree from an accredited college or university and three years of management experience in a related S&T discipline (Ship Signatures).  Ability to develop and execute complex technical tasks, to apply analytical problem solving methodologies, to provide technical direction to support staff, to interface with Government and prime contractor personnel, and to effectively allocate resources.

Experience in translating operational requirements into system technology solutions and assessment of current investment for applicability.  Demonstrated experience in the integration, demonstration and transition of S&T programs.

All personnel must be familiar and proficient in the use of commercial software packages such as Microsoft Word, PowerPoint, Excel and Project.

Personnel must be able to provide rapid assistance working in a time sensitive environment. 

Personnel working on this task order must have and maintain at least a SECRET security clearance.

2.0    Order Details:

2.1
 Contract Type: The Navy anticipates awarding a cost plus fixed fee level of effort task order.

2.2 Period of Performance: The period of performance for this order is to be twelve months, beginning on or about 14 January 2002.

2.3 Level of Effort: The technical management and support requirements will require one person part-time over twelve months.  Occasionally, the assistance of additional support staff may be needed to augment capabilities and expedite performance during periods of more intense activity, such as in preparation of major briefings and meeting monthly FNC reporting requirements.

The estimated level of effort for performance of the statement of work is approximately 350 hours per year.  The award will provide for a one year period.  The order will include a clause allowing the Government to increase the level of effort by 30% in this period.

2.4 Travel and Other Direct Costs: While there may be travel and other direct costs as mentioned in this statement of work, these costs are not to be included in response to this statement of work.  Reasonable travel and other direct costs will be paid the contractor by ONR when the travel and other direct costs are required by ONR.  All travel arrangements will be accomplished through the contractor’s office.  Travel arrangements under the contractor’s responsibility includes clearance requests, hotel accommodations, travel orders, and visa/passport requirements, unless stated by the Government sponsor. 

2.5 Place of Performance: Work will be performed at the contractor’s facility 90% of the time and at the Office of Naval Research 10% of the time.

2.6 Facility, Supplies and Services: When the contractor is hosting, and conducting classified technical and programmatic meetings the meeting location must be approved for conduct of a classified meetings at the secret level.
If work at Government provided facilities is dictated by the tasks being performed, these facilities will be provided at the Office of Naval Research, 800 North Quincy Street, Arlington, Virginia, or another location in northern Virginia. Parking facilities are not provided; however, several private (pay) parking facilities are located in the area. The office is within walking distance of the Ballston and GMU/Virginia Square metro stations. Basic facilities such as work space and its associated operating requirements (i.e., phones, desks, utilities, consumable, and general-purpose office supplies) will be provided while working in Government facilities.

3.0  Proposal Requirements:

3.1
PROPOSAL FORMAT:

The Offeror’s proposal must be divided into two sections: (1) Technical Proposal, and (2) Cost Proposal.  The length of the technical proposal shall be no more than five (5) pages, exclusive of resumes.  There are no page limits on the number of resumes or the pages for the cost proposal.  Resumes of all anticipated staff and the relative amount of time devoted to this project should be clearly described.  The proposal should be written and organized to be compatible with the Statement of Work, company's organization and accounting structure, and proposed costs.

The technical proposal should include the following: the Offeror’s understanding of and approach to the requirement, resumes of all proposed personnel, and the amount of proposed hours for all proposed personnel (including subcontracts).  The Offeror should describe specifically how the work activities required to complete the statement of work would be done. 

Major emphasis should be on scientific and technical abilities. In addition, the Offeror should explain specifically: how technical objectives, tasks and deadlines will be determined; how staff responsibilities will be assigned; whether consultants and/or subcontractors will be utilized; the nature of any other direct costs such as those required for computing, reproduction, or travel; how the quality and timeliness of work performance will be supervised and controlled; how the Offeror will coordinate with the program office (particularly in the event of personnel changes); and how administrative tasks such as travel, access to Government facilities, and information/document requests will be handled.  The Offeror should include information relative to previous efforts for similar services provided in the past to include contract numbers and Government points of contact where applicable.  

The Offeror should submit a cost proposal that breaks down the costs proposed (if included): direct labor (with labor category, hourly rate, and hours proposed if different from the Government estimate), fringe benefits, labor overhead, G&A, cost of money (if applicable), and fee. The Offeror must include its policies and procedures for reimbursement of relocation and foreign travel expenses.

The Travel/ODC CLIN 0002 are cost reimbursement (no fee).  Travel and other direct costs will be included as separate CLINs, which will be filled out by this office. The Travel/ODC CLINs are not part of the proposal evaluation and such costs should not be included in the contractor’s cost proposal.

Evaluation Information:

4.1 EVALUATION CRITERIA:

Factors 1 and 2 are equally weighted.  Factor 3 and 4 are of less value than the first two factors.   

In evaluating past performance on individual orders, the procedural requirements in FAR 42.15 are not mandatory.  Past performance will be based on the Government’s subjective evaluation of the Contractor’s performance with previous orders, if any, under this contract and similar contracts.
