The Statement of Work, order information, proposal submission requirements, and evaluation information are set forth below.  Proposals from holders of ONR Multiple Award Contracts for technical support services for Program Area 6 are due by 2PM (EST), 30 August 2000.
I.  Statement of Work

1. Background:  The Office of Naval Research (ONR), Industrial Programs Department (ONR 36), Manufacturing Technology Division (ONR 361) identifies and facilitates initiatives that integrate manufacturing technology and the industrial base to ensure life cycle affordability and accelerate transition of R&D products to acquisition programs.

2. Nature of Work:  The National Shipbuilding Research Program (NSRP) panels are responsible for developing an annual State of the Art (SOA) report.  For the year 2000 report, the Navy MANTECH Centers of Excellence (COEs) provided technical input to the report generated for 3 of the 9 panels.  The resulting report is available online at http://www.bmpcoe.org/  For next year, NSRP plans to update this report and generate a similar report for the remaining 6 panels so all 9 panels will end up with a single cohesive report.  Shipyard panel members, COEs, and other technical organizations will be responsible for writing the technical sections of the report.  This statement of work covers coordination of the writing, oversight of the report generation, traveling to meetings inside the continental US, ensuring that report production stays on schedule, technical editing of the report, and delivering a report suitable for web based publication and downloading.

The following specific tasks will be required:

1. Develop a detailed schedule to support report generation by March 31, 2001.

2. Participate in September 20, 2000 kick-off meeting in New Orleans, LA.

3. Coordinate preparation of SOA report for all 9 panels.

· Each panel normally has 2 COE people and 2 shipyard people drafting the report.

4. Arrange and host mid point review meeting for approximately 45 people.

5. Monitor progress of report development and require interim deliverables as necessary to keep overall report generation on schedule.

6. Call and e-mail participants as needed to keep report generation on schedule.

7. Provide technical editing for all 9 panel reports.

8. Arrange and host a final review meeting for approximately 45 people.

9. Put 9 reports together into one document suitable for web based publication.

3. Knowledge Required:  The work requires knowledge in the management of people, skill in planning, organizing, monitoring and coordinating the efforts of individuals, ability to organize a team of people to meet a common goal, ability to develop a cohesive written report.  The work also requires knowledge of standard personal computing applications including Microsoft Word, Excel, and Access, as well a familiarity with world wide web based document publication.

II. Order Details:

1. Contract Type:  The Navy anticipates awarding a fixed price order.

2. Period of Performance:  The period of performance for the order will be from date of award through eight months thereafter.

3. Deliverables: 

(a) Monthly Progress Report including work accomplished during the reporting        period and forecast of work products for the coming month.

(b) Draft State of the Art Report due 28 FEB 2001

(c) Final State of the Art Report due 31 MAR 2001

4. Government Furnished Resources (GFR):  The government will provide information, material and forms unique to the Government for supporting the tasks.  The GFR identified below may be obtained from 0730-1730 hours Monday through Friday, excluding holidays and days when the Federal Government is closed.

(a) Facilities, Supplies, and Services - If work at Government provided facilities is dictated by the tasks being performed, these facilities will be provided at the Office of Naval Research, 800 N. Quincy Street, Arlington VA.  Parking facilities are not provided.  The office is within walking distance of the Ballston Metro.  Basic facilities such as work space and its associated operating requirements (i.e. phones, desks, utilities, office supplies) The availability of any computer resources should be verified in advance with the program manager.

(b) Information - All  Government unique information related to this requirement necessary for Contractor performance will be made available to the Contractor.  The Division Director will be the point of contact for identification of any required information to be supplied by the Government.

(c) Documentation - All existing documentation relevant to this task's accomplishment will be made available to the contractor at the beginning of the task.  The contractor will be required to prepare documentation in accordance with defined guidelines provided by the government.

5. Place of Performance:  Work will normally be performed at the Contractor's facilities.  Work may be performed at Office of Naval Research, 800 N. Quincy Street, Arlington VA if required by the task.  Parking facilities are not provided.  The office is within walking distance of the Ballston Metro.

III. Proposal Requirements:

1. Proposal Format:  The Offeror's proposal must be divided into two sections:  (1) Technical Proposal, and (2) Cost Proposal.  The length of the technical proposal shall be no more than 5 pages exclusive of resumes.  There are no page limits on the number of resumes or the pages of the cost proposal.  The proposal should be written and organized to be compatible with the Statement of Work, company's organization and accounting structure, and proposed costs.  

The technical proposal should include the following:  the Offeror's understanding of and approach to the requirement, resumes of all proposed personnel, and the amount of proposed hours for all personnel (including subcontracts).  The Offeror should describe specifically how the work activities required to complete the statement of work will be done.  The offeror should include information on relative to previous effrots for the same or similar services and include contract numbers and government points of contact where applicable.  The offeror should explain what corporate facilities are available and would be used in support of the work including computer resources, publication/media materials and equipment where appropriate.

The Offeror should submit a cost proposal indicating the price per labor hour (to include cost and profit) for the quantities and types of labor proposed, any consultants/subcontracts, and the indirect rate, if any to be applied to Travel/ODC's.

IV. Evaluation Information: 

1. Evaluation Criteria:  A Task Order will be awarded to the responsible offerer whose offer represents the best value to the Government.  In order to determine which offeror represents the best overall value, offers for individual task orders will be evaluated on the following technical factors and subfactors:

(a) Proposed Personnel

(b) Management Plan and Technical Approach

(c) Past Performance on earlier tasks under this and similar contracts:

(i) Quality of deliverables

(ii) Cost Control

(d) Corporate facilities

Factors a through c are equally weighted.  Factor d is of less value than all other factors.  Cost is less important the technical factors combined.

In evaluation of past performance on individual orders, the procedural requirements in FAR 42.15 are not mandatory.  Past performance will be based on the Government's subjective evaluation of the Contractor's performance with previous orders, if any, under this contract and similar contracts.  For Factor (c), the subfactor (i) Quality of deliverables, is more important the subfactor (ii), Cost control.

2. Award:  The Government will award a task order to the responsible Offeror whose offer conforming to the solicitation will be most advantageous to the Government, cost and other factors  considered.  The anticipated award date is 10 September 2000.

V. Submission of Questions:  Any questions regarding this must be provided in writing to the Contracting Officer listed below.
