The statement of work, order information, proposal submission requirements, and evaluation information are set forth below.  Proposals are due by 2:00 p.m. (EST) 8 February 2000.

I.
Statement of Work: 

The Office of Naval Research requires one person for a period of one year with options for renewing the position in increments of one year at a time for four years, at the sole discretion of the IFO.  The requirement is for a person with strong technical background who possesses at least a baccalaureate degree and has demonstrated experience in data mining and analysis.  Specifically, the person should be familiar with electronic database retrieval systems, including the Dialog Database and should have experience with Technical Opportunities Analysis System (TOAS).  

The assigned person will be required to provide data mining assistance at all levels at the IFO.  Assistance includes instruction as well as actual performance of data searches and subsequent data analysis.  The assigned person may also be required to travel to the Tokyo site to perform similar duties there.  Additionally, that assigned person should be able to provide recommendations for improvement of data mining search and analysis procedures.

II.
Order Details:  

1.
Contract Type  The Navy anticipates awarding a cost plus fixed fee level of effort task order.

2.
Period of Performance  The period of performance for this order is to be twelve months, beginning on or about 1 March 2000, with four twelve month options.

3.
Level of Effort  The estimated level of effort for performance of the statement of work is approximately 1 man-year or 1,840 hours per year.  The award will provide for a base year and four option years for a total of 9,200 hours (1,840 hours per year for five years).  

4.
Relocation/Travel and Per Diem - Relocation to London, England and travel to Tokyo, Japan (plan on two seven-day trips) will be required to fully support this task requirement. In accordance with the contract requirements, direct costs associated with the Contractor’s travel should not exceed the applicable rates found in the Joint Travel Regulations (JTR).

5. 
Government Furnished Resources (GFR):  The Government will provide information, material and forms unique to the Government for supporting the task.  The Government furnished resources identified below may be obtained from 0730 - 1730 hours Monday through Friday, excluding holidays and days on which the ONR IFO is closed.

a.  Facilities, Supplies and Services - Office facilities will be provided at the Office of Naval Research International Field Office, 223 Old Marylebone Road, London, England. Basic facilities such as work space and its associated operating requirements (i.e., phones, desks, utilities, consumable and general purpose office supplies) will be provided while working in Government facilities.  The availability of any required computer resources should be verified in advance with the COR.

b.  Information - All Government unique information related to this requirement, which is necessary for Contractor performance, will be made available to the Contractor.  The COR will be the point of contact for identification of any required information to be supplied by the Government.

c.  Documentation - All existing documentation, relevant to this task accomplishment, will be made available to the Contractor at the beginning of the task.  The Contractor will be required to prepare documentation in accordance with defined guidelines provided by the Government.

6. Place of Performance  The primary place of performance for this work will be the Office of Naval Research International Field Office (ONRIFO) located at 223 Old Marylebone Road, London, England.  However, travel to the ONR IFO location in Tokyo, Japan is likely. 

7.
Security/Safeguarding Information  The requirement for compliance with National Agency Checks, Organizational Conflict of Interests and Safeguarding of Information specified in the basic contract are applicable to this order.  Access to classified material will not be required as a part of this effort.

III.
Proposal Requirements:

1.
Proposal Format:  The Offeror’s proposal must be divided into two sections: (1) Technical Proposal, and (2) Cost Proposal.  The length of the technical proposal shall be no more than 15 pages, exclusive of resumes.  There are no page limits on the number of resumes or the pages for the cost proposal.  The proposal should be written and organized so as to be compatible with the Statement of Work, company's organization and accounting structure, and proposed costs. 

The technical proposal should include the following: the Offeror’s understanding of and approach to the requirement, resumes of all proposed personnel, and the amount of proposed hours for all proposed personnel (including subcontracts).  The Offeror should describe specifically how the work activities required to complete the statement of work will be done.  

The Offeror should explain specifically: how technical objectives, tasks and deadlines will be determined; how staff responsibilities will be assigned; the number of anticipated direct labor hours required by labor category to complete the task; whether consultants and/or subcontractors will be utilized; the nature of any other direct costs such as those required for computing, reproduction, or travel; how the quality and timeliness of work performance will be supervised and controlled; how the Offeror will coordinate with the program office; and how administrative tasks such as travel, access to Government facilities, and information/document requests will be handled.  The Offeror should include information relative to previous efforts for the same or similar services provided in the past to include contract numbers and Government points of contact where applicable.  

 
The Offeror should submit a cost proposal that breaks down the costs proposed (if included): direct labor (with labor category, hourly rate, and hours proposed if different from the Government estimate), fringe benefits, labor overhead, other direct costs including relocation and travel, G&A, cost of money (if applicable), and fee. The Offeror must include its policies and procedures for reimbursement of relocation and foreign travel expenses.

The Travel/ODC CLIN 0002  (and 0004, 0006, 0008, and 0010 if exercised) are cost reimbursement (no fee).  Travel and other direct costs will be included as separate CLINs, which will be filled out by this office. The Travel/ODC CLINs are not part of the proposal evaluation.

IV.
Evaluation Information:

1.
Evaluation Criteria:  A Task Order will be awarded to the responsible offeror whose offer represents the best value to the Government.    In order to determine which offeror represents the best overall value, offers for individual task orders will be evaluated on the following technical factors and subfactors:

(1)  Proposed key personnel

(2)  Management Plan and Technical Approach

(3)   Past performance on earlier tasks under this and similar contracts:

(a)  Quality of deliverables

(b)  Cost control

Factors 1 and 2 are equally weighted.  Factor 3 is of less value than the first two factors.   These three technical factors are substantially more important than cost.   Although cost is substantially less important than all of the technical factors combined, it will not be ignored.  The degree of its importance will increase with the degree of equality of the task order proposals in relation to the other factors on which selection is to be based, or when the cost is so significantly high as to diminish the value of the technical superiority to the Government.  

In evaluating past performance on individual orders, the procedural requirements in FAR 42.15 are not mandatory.  Past performance will be based on the Government’s subjective evaluation of the Contractor’s performance with previous orders, if any, under this contract and similar contracts.   For Factor 3, the subfactor (a), Quality of deliverables, is more important than subfactor (b), Cost control.

2.
Award:  The Government will award a task order to the responsible offeror whose offer conforming to the solicitation will be most advantageous to the Government, cost and other factors considered.  The anticipated award date of this order is on or before 1 March 2000.

Submission of Questions: Any questions regarding this solicitation must be provided in writing to the Contracting Officer listed below.  Acceptable forms of written question submission include fax and e-mail as well as postal or carrier delivery.  Questions submitted after 3 February 2000 may not be answered; and the due date for submission of proposals may not be extended.  All potential offerors will be provided an e-mail noting the posting of any Questions/Answers.
