STATEMENT OF WORK

1. Background

The Best Manufacturing Practices Center of Excellence (BMPCOE) collects and validates best practices and makes them readily available throughout the nation. BMP provides a solution to quality, cost, and reliability problems by getting contractors to share how they solve problems.  The BMP credo of sharing knowledge, insight, and experience has created a unique data gathering, validation, dissemination, and application initiative. A key BMP Program objective is based on companies voluntarily sharing information and is executed through an on-site survey process.  BMP provides a professional validation of best practices as surveyed by teams of experts.  Surveys are purely voluntary and are done at the request of participating companies/agencies.  The survey teams identify best practices in the areas of design, test, production, facilities, logistics, and management.  They also review industry-wide problems, investigate alternatives, and document results.  The information gathered is disseminated through publications, workshops, and an easily accessible computer database. 

BMPCOE makes the validated best practices easily and readily accessible, and these best practices are a key element of BMP’s Program Manager’s WorkStation (PMWS).  PMWS is a suite of tools available on BMP’s network and Web Site at www.bmpcoe.org. In addition to collecting and disseminating results of the survey process, this task will provide for advanced research, test, and, when successful, the fielding of new “expert systems” modules and Artificial Intelligence (AI) algorithms for the Program Manager’s WorkStation (PMWS).  Sponsored by BMPCOE, the PMWS is in use, and is made available to program managers throughout all Military Services, other Government Agencies, the U.S. Industrial Base, and academia. The BMP network and PMWS suite are constantly upgrading to improve access to and collaborative management within program offices and among users supported by the BMPCOE.  The leverage to the Department of Defense (DoD) in general, and the Navy (ONR) in particular, provided by BMP and its PMWS has been without precedent, and the following research and development efforts will further improve the ability of program managers and their staffs, in government, industry, and academia to do more with less.

As a result of the popularity and utility of BMP and its  PMWS tool suite, collateral tools, and systems engineering processes, BMP has emerged as a leading support organization to various organizational entities, activities, and/or program offices  in all of its areas of expertise (including the various tasks herein).  Consequently, BMP performs a substantial amount of yearly work-for-others business.  Work for others business means that these various organizational entities, activities, and/or program offices provide funding to BMPCOE to perform specific tasks.

2. Objectives

The objective of this requirement is to provide a seamless transition in supporting the BMPCOE in its survey process, its continued development of the PMWS and the BMP network that provides users with access to best practices and the PMWS tool set; and support for organizations the BMPCOE works for/with.

3. Requirements

The Contractor will provide on-site technical and administrative support of the BMPCOE in the development, defense and execution of the BMP Program.  The contractor will operate the Center facilities, will conduct BMP surveys, will develop and maintain the BMP network, PMWS and related tools, will provide on-site technical and administrative support for the BMPCOE, and will provide technical disciplines needed to support work for others efforts. This will include support of the BMP Satellite Centers and the coordination of outreach activities such as web site development and hosting, meetings, conferences, publications and videos.

The Contractor will acquire the information technology (IT) infrastructure and will perform the IT and administrative services to operate the BMPCOE.  The Contractor will perform advanced research and development to continually upgrade the PMWS and BMP network. The Contractor will also provide systems engineering and technical assistance in support of clients of the BMPCOE,  as required.

3.1 -Task 1– BMP Center of Excellence

The Contractor will provide on-site technical and administrative support for the BMPCOE including primary responsibility for operation and maintenance, including the acquisition and management of facilities, material and equipment to operate the Center, support its activities in accordance with commercial standards, and pay the rent.

3.2 -Task 2 – Programmatic and Operations Support

The Contractor will provide support of the BMPCOE in the preparation and defense of budget, programmatic, and business documentation including spend plans and briefings.

3.3 - Task 3 – BMP Surveys 

The Contractor will provide technical and administrative support of the BMP and in the development of goals and objectives, analyses, and execution of the BMP survey process, including provision of survey chairpersons and technical writer(s).

3.4 - Task 4 – Pre-Surveys

The Contractor will visit prospective survey sites and provide briefings to familiarize the subject personnel with the survey methods and objectives and gather logistical information for the follow-on surveys.

3.5 - Task 5 – Survey Support

The Contractor will provide technical and administrative BMP survey team support that will include survey plans, draft survey reports, team membership in selected areas, and camera-ready final reports and database entries.

3.6 - Task 6 – BMP Satellite Centers

The Contractor will provide on-site technical and administrative support as required for specific BMP Satellite Centers. The current BMP Satellite Centers’ locations are: Columbus, OH; Corona, CA; Ames, IA; New Orleans, LA; Oak Ridge, TN; Rockford, IL; Washington, DC; York, PA; Clemson, SC; and Ft. Belvoir, VA. However, the centers are subject to change during the performance under the effort.  

3.7 - Task 7 – Outreach Activities

The Contractor will plan, coordinate and conduct outreach activities and projects to increase awareness of the BMP Program, and its resources and services.  The objectives of these activities are to foster utilization of BMP products, and to encourage partnering with industry, government, and academic organizations.  As a part of these activities, the Contractor will provide promotional materials and logistics support for exhibits, demonstrations, conferences, workshops, and displays.  The Contractor will produce, publish, and distribute BMP Program technical documents and informational material such as brochures, videos, publications, etc., as required.  The Contractor will coordinate activities and work with BMP partners throughout government, industry, and academia.

3.8 - Task 8 – BMP Network Development
The Contractor will provide continued developmental support to the BMP network.  The BMP network hosted clients and applications will be supported, as required. This will   include, but not be limited to, customer connectivity support for various databases, PMWS, E-mail, BMP network gateway systems, Interlink (Internet gateway), wireless internet connections, and Teleconferencing. 3.10 - Task 10 – Program Manager’s WorkStation (PMWS) Development

As required, the Contractor will support the continued development, fielding, and user support of BMP’s PMWS suite of tools.   SEQ CHAPTER \h \r 1The PMWS is an electronic suite of tools designed to provide timely acquisition and engineering information to the user. The main components of PMWS are KnowHow; the Technical Risk Identification and Mitigation System (TRIMS); and the BMP Database. These tools complement one another and provide users with the knowledge, insight, and experience to make informed decisions through all phases of product development, production, and beyond.  The contractor will provide software updates as required.

3.11 - Task 11 – Systems Engineering and Risk Management Analyses

The Contractor will provide systems engineering, risk management, and Best Practices Analyses support to selected government acquisition programs and agencies utilizing systems engineering processes and BMP automated tools.  This will include liaison activities throughout the government.

3.12 - Task 12 – Process Reengineering

As required, the Contractor will perform Business Process Reengineering studies in support of clients of the BMPCOE.  This will include, but is not limited to: policy, practices, and processes analyses; financial analyses; feasibility studies; trade studies; human relations or manpower studies; and, system design alternative studies.

3.13 – Task 13 – Production Support
