The Office of Naval Research (ONR) has a requirement for continued technical and programmatic assistance in order to facilitate negotiation and execution of international technical initiatives which have been undertaken by the undersea warheads community. These initiatives involve several ongoing and potential cooperative agreements with a number of foreign countries in the area of technology development and validation of the capability to simulate underwater explosion effects against various structures and countermeasures to underwater attack.

STATEMENT OF WORK

1.1 PLANNED EFFORTS
The contractor will prepare Summary Statements of Intent (SSOI) and drafts of  Project Agreements/Project Arrangements/Exchange Agreeements/ Memoranda of Understanding (MOU), and coordinate technical and programmatic requirements with the Navy International Programs Office (NIPO) and with technical and program personnel at ONR.  Additional technical and programmatic documentation to support ONR and NIPO in gaining approval of these agreements will be prepared as required. The contractor will also interact with OSD and other national leaders as necessary.  

The contractor will be responsible for assisting with the assessment of technical progress, recommending courses of action to the US program officer/national leader, and formalizing any actions taken.  In this capacity, the contractor will assist ONR in organizing and conducting technical meetings/reviews, and will prepare required documentation.  The contractor will also assist in data exchanges for US interactions with the other participating nations.

· the amount of proposed hours for all proposed personnel. 

· how technical objectives, tasks, and deadlines will be determined,

· how staff responsibilities will be assigned,

· how the quality and timeliness of work performance will be supervised and controlled, and

· how the offeror will coordinate with the program office. 

The offeror should include information relative to previous efforts for the same or similar services provided in the past to include contract numbers and Government points of contact where applicable. The offeror should explain what corporate facilities are available and would be used in support of the work including computer resources and classified storage and meeting facilities where appropriate.  

Each cost proposal should give a breakdown of the following costs proposed: 

· Direct Labor (with labor category, fully loaded hourly rate, and hours proposed),

· Other Direct Costs (ODCs);

· Miscellaneous Costs (with a detailed explanation)
· Travel/Per Diem for the anticipated trips specified in 2.5.1
· G&A (Applicable to ODCs)

EVALUATION INFORMATION

5.1
Evaluation Criteria
The Government will award a Firm Fixed Price Purchase Order, resulting from this solicitation, to the responsible Offeror, whose proposal conforming to this solicitation will be the most advantageous to the Government, price and other factors considered.  The following will be used as evaluation criteria for this procurement:  (1) overall technical merits of the proposal; (2) potential relevance and contributions of the effort to the requirement; (3) the Offeror's capabilities, related experience, facilities and location, techniques or unique combinations of these which are integral factors for achieving the proposal objectives; (4) the qualifications, capabilities and experience of the proposed key personnel, who are critical in achieving the proposal objectives;  and (5) the realism of the proposed cost and availability of funds.  The four technical factors, i.e., numbers 1 through 4 above, are of equal importance to each other.  Price, i.e., number 5 above, is of equal importance to the technical factors.
