The proposed contract is to provide a four month effort to support the Office of Naval Research in study and assessment of their workforce as it relates to attracting and attaining young and underrepresented science, technology, engineering, and mathematics professionals.  The study may focus on ONR corporate programs such as:  Naval Research Enterprise Intern Program; Science Fairs/Competitions; National Oceanographic Partnership Program; Science and Engineering Apprentice Program; and, Graduate Fellowship Programs including the Historically Black Colleges & Universities (HBCU) Future Engineering Faculty Fellowship Program as well as other ONR sponsored education STEM related programs such as the S&T Revitalization Initiative (now N-STAR) Naval Research, Science and Technology for America’s Readiness.
