Immediately following we have two representatives of the prime contractor, Northrop Grumman Newport News, who will talk about future technologies and potential business opportunities.  There will be a short talk given by Ms. Genesta Smoot Belton providing details regarding the Office of Naval Research’s Small Business Outreach program.  We will close the session with a synopsis by Ms. Gia Harrigan from the Office of Naval Research, pertaining to the upcoming ONR Naval-Industry R&D Partnership Conference 2004.
